Abstract. The article reveals the characteristic features of the artistic activity of Oleksandr Slobodyanyk, the outstanding pianist-virtuoso and
a talented teacher. Oleksandr Slobodyanyk is the representative of Ukrainian diaspora in the USA and confessor of the traditions of leading
music teachers such as Lidia Golembo, Heinrich Gustaw Neuhaus and Vera Gornostayeva. In addition, the article reveals the major
milestones of his creative life and his achievements in the performing and pedagogical spheres. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of
professional features of performing style of the pianist. The article highlights the geography of concert performances and the versatility of the

performed repertoire.

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Ballroom choreography in the People's Republic of China as a socio-cultural practice

Abstract. The article explores development of ballroom choreography in China. It was found that the assimilation of ballroom dancing by
Chinese culture was not easy. In the first half of the XX century they were popular in port areas as part of the entertainment industry. After
the Communists came to power in 1949, ballroom choreography developed according to the Soviet model, which provided for a limited,
ideologically sound repertoire. Only with the beginning of reforms in China (since the late 1970's) this art is gradually gaining widespread
recognition. Today, ballroom choreography in China appears as a popular socio-cultural practice with state support. It is developing rapidly

in the professional and amateur fields.

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Abstract. Legislative regulation of public finance construction processes and transparency of monetary policy are the basis of the coun-
try's stability. The article considers the areas of improving the legal levers of the organization of activities of business entities and finan-
cial control by all services to ensure the legal regulation of the economy. It is proved that the legalization of the economy, the stability
and efficiency of the country's banking system and the establishment of processes for the provision of state institutions to society public
economic information on the formation and distribution of finance are the main criteria for national economic development in the global
world structure. The strategy of creation of financial opportunities of infrastructure development, formation of the convenient environ-
ment for business activity of national commodity producers, considerable increase in cost of gross domestic product in Ukraine is de-

fined.

Keywords: national financial system, state economy, legalization of the economy, budget revenues, enterprises of various forms of
ownership, banking, income from taxes and fees, accumulation of capital, interprofessional coefficients, balance of entrepreneurship.

Introduction. State finances are the basis of any country's
existence. Improving legislation to increase budget reve-
nues is a priority for public authorities at all levels. It is
necessary to emphasize the importance of studying, analyz-
ing and controlling the processes of formation of economic
information by society, the scientific community, special-
ists of industrial enterprises. The development of proposals
for improving the formation of the country's finances and
the distribution of monetary resources should be deter-
mined by all segments of the population for the formation
of an efficient state economy. It is worth emphasizing that
the main function of the state is national security and creat-
ing conditions for the development of all spheres of society.

Related Publications. The formation of the national fi-
nancial system takes place in unstable globalization and
domestic conditions. In the 1990s and 2000s, basic market
institutions (open market economy, free prices, competition
in markets, private property, contractual obligations) were
formed in Ukraine, which replaced socialist institutions
(state property, centralized directive planning, administra-
tive pricing, foreign trade monopolies). But at the same
time distorted norms of economic behavior were devel-
oped, which, in turn, encouraged corruption, shadowing,
economic crime, legal nihilism, consumer fraud, quality
manipulation, financial transactions, etc. [1, p.15]. Trends
in financialization in the world are recognized as affecting
the level of national security and stability of state economic
systems. The regulation of the economy by the NBU led to
the curtailment of budget financing of the national econo-
my. Governments have mainly implemented measures
aimed at stabilizing the development of the social sphere,
and the opportunities for active use of effective fiscal in-
struments for the development of the real sector of the
economy and the maintenance of economic growth have
been significantly reduced. It is necessary to continue pro-
grams to limit the illegal economy, ensuring the transpar-
ency of operations with public financial assets [2, p.31]. In
Ukraine the improvement of the current state of the consol-
idated budget (reducing its deficit and leading to a surplus)
in 2015-2018 was ensured by increasing the tax burden on
the economy and optimizing expenditures in health, educa-
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tion, basic and applied research, and also the reduction of
expenditures on economic activity, which have the greatest
impact on the development of the national economy and
the formation of human capital [3, p.104]. In this regard,
there is a need to improve the legislation on tax policy of
the state, management of financial resources and informing
the public about the movement of budget revenues and
expenditures. Issues of making changes to the institutional
structure of public finance management and deepening the
transparency of budget operations were raised. In recent
years, a number of conceptual government documents on
public administration reform and public finances, local self-
government, as well as long-term development strategies
have set tasks to ensure transparency of the budget process
at the state and local levels [4, p.85]. Prerequisites for the
introduction of an effective system of fiscal rules in
Ukraine are: the presence of harmonized with international
standards of statistical reporting of public finances, devel-
oped audit system, control of macrostabilization parameters
of public finances in line with international standards of
fiscal sustainability, which will bring public finance man-
agement tools closer to the best examples of world practice
[5, p.53].

Results and its discussion. Today in the Ukrainian so-
ciety the mechanisms of state finance management need
legislative improvement and strengthening of control in
budgetary policy. Improving state regulation of the econo-
my is necessary in the areas of budget revenues - develop-
ment of tax policy, creation of an effective banking system
of the country, development of legal levers of formation of
processes of functioning of personnel at the enterprises.
The distribution of financial resources is coordinated on the
minimum budget payments and the social sphere. Public
economic information of state institutions limits the percep-
tion of factual data on the state economy by economic
entities, communities, and citizens.

It is expedient to regulate the country's tax policy in the
direction of legalizing the economy. Reforming the eco-
nomic system has led to the creation of a significant num-
ber of enterprises of various forms of ownership - public
and private, their organizational and legal forms. The result
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- there are trends of reduction of national production, ex-
panding employment in the informal sector, there is a low
level of wages, there are changes in the structure of em-
ployment by type of activity in the direction of reducing
employment in manufacturing. Entrepreneurs hide real
income. Ways to do this are different - the installation of
unregistered registrars of settlement transactions (cash
registers), overstatement of production costs in different
ways. It is difficult to calculate even approximately how
much money the state has lost on payments from income
tax, value added tax, excise tax due to the concealment of
real profits of enterprises. Here are the actual data on trends
in economic activity of enterprises of different types. In
2018 there were almost 2 million enterprises in Ukraine. In
this number: enterprises - legal entities — 19,4%, individu-
als - entrepreneurs — 80,6%. At the same time, 70,1% of
people are employed at enterprises and 29,9% at sole pro-
prietorships. At the same time, 84,5% of employees at
enterprises and 15,5% of natural persons-entrepreneurs.
The volume of produced and sold products (goods, works,
services) for legal entities — 92,4%, for private individuals
— 7,6% [6]. With the reform of the economy the organiza-
tional and legal form of management was introduced -
individuals - entrepreneurs. Private individuals apply a
simplified system of taxation, accounting and reporting,
which provides for the payment of a single tax instead of a
list of tax payments paid by enterprises in the general sys-
tem of taxation. Most often individual entrepreneurs de-
clare an amount of income that will be, in their opinion,
optimal, which is only part of real income. At the same
time legislators loyally regulate the activities of these busi-
nesses, arguing for the support of small businesses. Thus,
this category of taxpayers hides their real revenues in huge
amounts, which leads to very significant amounts of arrears
to the budget of the single tax. Labor relations at enterpris-
es in the general system of taxation are made out according
to the legislation, at physical persons - businessmen insig-
nificant number of workers can testify to large scales of
unregistered work. We do not have the opportunity to even
roughly analyze how many people actually work in a pri-
vate individual. At the same time both in enterprises in the
general taxation system, and in individual entrepreneurs
part of the salary is paid informally. As a result - shadow
wages and underpayment of payroll taxes to the budget. In
state-owned enterprises and joint-stock companies the level
of wages is higher than the national average, and in private
enterprises - 70% of the average. These trends confirm the
application of inter-qualification ratios in wages in state-
owned enterprises and companies, and these entities have
the greatest control over compliance with the law by state
bodies, supervisory boards and trade union committees.
Enterprises-legal entities and natural persons-entrepreneurs
often set wages at the level of the minimum amount estab-
lished by law, or set insignificant inter-qualification coeffi-
cients for employees of different professions, without ad-
hering to the differentiation of wages. But by law, the min-
imum wage is charged to a worker who performs simple
work. The lack of legal levers to regulate wage differentia-
tion in the private sector leads to the establishment of inter-
professional relations by entrepreneurs, but insufficient (7),
which does not reveal differences between the qualifica-
tions of workers of different professions, reflected in low
official wages and further social security of employees,
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promotes shadow economic activity. The use of ratios to
calculate the size of salaries at the legislative level in
Ukraine is regulated only for state-owned enterprises. In
addition, inter-job (inter-qualification) coefficients are
determined based on the tariff rate of the employee of the
1st category, which is equal to the subsistence level for
able-bodied persons [8]. At the same time, the subsistence
level is 2,2 times less than the statutory minimum wage.
We consider reasonable the calculation of inter-
qualification ratios in wages, based on the minimum wage.
Thanks to such innovations, higher wages will be set and
several times higher revenues to the country's budget will
be achieved. Legislators are trying in various ways to en-
courage employers to set high official pay levels for em-
ployees. Thus, from January 1, 2016, the SSC rate was
reduced from 36,76 — 49,7% to 22%. As a result, entrepre-
neurs have taken some of the shadow wages out of the
shadows. But at the same time, at the legislative level the
minimum wage was increased, so the total amount of taxes
paid by enterprises on wages has not changed. Thus, the
scale of tax evasion, especially in sole proprietorships,
remains large. The basis of state regulation of the process
of de-shadowing of the national economy and violations of
financial discipline should be determined by economic
levers. As you know, the state budget is 80-90% formed by
tax revenues, respectively, due to improved legislation to
bring the economy out of the shadows, especially the activ-
ities of individual entrepreneurs, organization of inspec-
tions of enterprises, legalization of their income and ensur-
ing payment of a significant amount of tax payments states
would be much larger.

State institutions provide public economic information
of poor quality - either in a veiled form or not in full. Fi-
nancial indicators for the formation of budgets of all levels,
payments for foreign economic activity are provided on the
official website of the State Fiscal Service of Ukraine. The
SFSU reports "as of" the first day of each month, without
specifying the period for which the data are provided. At
the same time, information on accrual is provided only for
the State budget and for some taxes, and data on the actual
receipt of funds are given for the Consolidated Budget in
terms of all tax payments to the budgets of all levels and
customs duties. Information on revenues by regions and
types of economic activity is provided only on the for-
mation of the State Budget, while the information is indi-
cated by the total amount of actual receipts of taxes and
fees without detailing them [9]. Information on accruals of
local and customs payments is not provided at all. Reasons
for poor data provision: instability of the political and eco-
nomic situation; changes in legislation; market conditions;
low level of trust in the population; instability of social
conditions; level of organizational and technical activities.
But the SFSU has all the data on the accrual of all taxes and
fees received from tax returns received through electronic
offices of enterprises, individuals - entrepreneurs and from
the data on the accrual of taxes and fees directly by the tax
administration to the population. In the regional depart-
ments of the state fiscal service of the country indicators
from electronic tax returns of enterprises and information
on tax assessments of individuals are grouped in detail by
groups of taxpayers and types of tax payments. Data of
state financial control should be provided in detail accord-
ing to all criteria and systematized. The Statistical Civil
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Service of Ukraine provides public information in the form
of the formation of statistical yearbooks in the country as a
whole. Yearbooks, in which the information is provided in
an expanded form - 500-600 pages - are formed unsystem-
atically, selectively, over some years. Basically, statistical
indicators are published in the form of collections, which
consist of 30 pages of general data. The Statutory Office
also sometimes creates and makes thematic yearbooks
publicly available. Detailed information on the activities of
the country and enterprises in the statistics service can be
obtained only selectively and at the expense of. In this case,
statistics are the main source of information in any activity
for analysis and further development. Financial statements
are provided by enterprises, institutions and organizations
to higher branch management bodies, which carry out
processing, research, make decisions based on it, all these
forms of reporting are provided to the State Statistics
Committee. Thus, there is a possibility of much wider
disclosure of information in statistical sources. After all the
purpose of the statistics department is to collect, generalize
and provide information to government agencies and the
population on all aspects of society.

According to the law, banking organizations publish fi-
nancial statements. In this case, the report provides a large
amount of information [10]. At the same time, this infor-
mation extensively reveals the methodology of the organi-
zation of banking activities, but these data are needed in the
internal work of the bank, in the process of management
and organization. To use society in general, you need in-
formation on the types of banking products, rates, condi-
tions of provision and service, the dynamics of banking
performance, comparative characteristics with other bank-
ing institutions. This information is needed by legal entities
and individuals to select the banking institutions in which
they will be served, the types of banking products, the
formation of views, beliefs, worldview. The creation of an
effective banking system of the state depends on the condi-
tions of its functioning. 70-75% of assets of banking insti-
tutions are formed at the expense of attracted funds of
clients - current accounts and time deposits. These funds
are used to provide loans to legal entities and individuals.
The amount of attracted deposits and loans in the structure
of assets and liabilities of banks varies depending on the
position of the banking institution in the banking market. In
our opinion and according to the research of many scien-
tists, interest rates on loans can be 1,5 times higher than
interest rates on deposits, which will ensure a significant
return on business, but in our country they are 2-3 times
higher. The average interest rate on deposits in Ukrainian
banks is 17-30%. At the same time, interest rates on depos-
its in the world are: USA, Canada - 1%, Great Britain —
3,45%, Australia — 6,3%, Iran - 18%, Belarus - 30%. The
average interest rate on loans in domestic banking institu-
tions is 30-65%. Loan rates in the world: USA - 2-20%,
Switzerland — 3,5%, France — 4,75%, Japan - 10%, Germa-
ny - 11%, Czech Republic - 22%. The processes of attract-
ing deposits and lending to legal entities and individuals are
influenced by the following factors: instability of the politi-
cal and economic situation; changes in legislation; market
conditions for the provision of banking services; low inter-
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est rates on deposits and high lending rates; inefficiency of
the deposit guarantee system; instability of social condi-
tions; low level of trust in banks. Deposit rates should be
maximum, which will attract significant amounts of funds
to banking institutions. Attracting significant amounts of
deposits will lead to higher working capital of banks and
the establishment of much lower lending rates and increase
its volume. Significant amounts of working capital of banks
will ensure the development of the national banking sys-
tem.

Legalization of the economy, stabilization of the coun-
try's banking system and the establishment of processes of
providing economic information to society on the for-
mation and distribution of public finances are seen as one
of the main criteria for the development of the domestic
economy in the global world structure.

Conclusions. The introduction in the current legislation
of mechanisms of state regulation of economic activity of
entrepreneurs is the main lever to bring the Ukrainian
economy out of the shadows and increase gross domestic
product. State control by all services to ensure the legal
regulation of the economy must be carried out effectively
and systematically. At the same time, it is necessary to
ensure the quality of coordination of fiscal policy and bal-
ance of entrepreneurs' activities. The principle of publicity
in the construction of the budget system determines the
legal quality standards of public financial policy. In order
to ensure transparency of budget operations, control of
information and financial flows by the public, stabilization
of state finances and development of the national economy,
ministries and agencies must ensure quality public infor-
mation, in particular the Ministry of Finance, which is
responsible for the fiscal service, in general, the Cabinet of
Ministers, coordinated by the Main Department of Statis-
tics, and the National Bank of Ukraine. A much broader
analysis of revenues to the Consolidated Budget should
provide information in terms of all revenues by type, with
information to be presented by regions of Ukraine, sectors
of the economy, types of economic activity, group data by
ownership, categories of payers, types of products, proper-
ty, locality, groups of payers and other criteria, to the max-
imum extent possible, with detailed explanations. Having
an efficient financial market will create conditions for the
process of capital accumulation in Ukraine. The stability of
the banking system is characterized by the level of working
capital, the amount of which will depend on the legal pro-
tection of national financial activities. As a result of de-
shadowing of the economy, transparency of budget for-
mation and distribution of public funds, stability and effi-
ciency of the banking sector, equilibrium will be estab-
lished in the country's financial system. This will provide
an opportunity to organize measures for infrastructure
development and contribute to the creation of a favorable
environment for business activities of national producers.
We emphasize that the administrative and legal levers of
regulation of state revenues and expenditures are a prereg-
uisite for national security. Improving the legislation on the
organization of economic entities and state financial control
in all areas will create a reliable integrated financial system
of Ukraine.
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Abstract. The article presents a risk management method for construction projects that are implemented using a value-based ap-
proach. Existing risk management tools are considered and analyzed. The necessity of taking into account the risks brought to the
project by its stakeholders in the paradigm of value-oriented management is shown. The structure of the method and the sequence of
steps for assessing and working with the risks of construction projects with value-oriented management are presented.
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Introduction. The development of risk management tools
in the construction project management industry requires
the isolation, limitation and concretization of basic termi-
nology, as well as methods and tools, from the overall risk
management regulation.

Review of publications on the topic. Among the sig-
nificant variety of standards and methods for risk man-
agement [1 - 7] note the following:

- standard of the Federation of European Risk Man-
agement Associations “FERMA” [1, 2];

- standard “COCO 11" [1, 2];

- South African standard “KING II” [1, 2].

- standard ISO 31000:2009 “Risk Management - Prin-
ciples and Guidelines” [3];

- standard IEC/FDIS 31010:2009 “Risk Management -
Risk Assessment Techniques” [4];

- standard ISO 73: 2009 “Risk management. Terms and
definitions™ [5].

The general PMBOK standard of the 6th edition [8]
presents an extended concept of risk management in the
project, and provides the following basic definitions.

Thus [8, p. 397] introduces the concepts of individual
and aggregate project risk. In the first case, “... it is an
uncertain event or condition, the occurrence of which has
a positive or negative effect on one or more project objec-
tives”. The aggregate risk is positioned as the impact of
uncertainty on the project as a whole, “...as a conse-
quence of variations in project results, both positive and
negative, on stakeholders”.

In addition, the concept of “non-event risk” of two
types is introduced [8, p. 398]:

- the risk of variability when there is uncertainty re-
garding certain key characteristics of an event, operation
or decision foreseen by the plan;

- the risk of ambiguity when there is uncertainty about
what may happen in the future. The areas of the project in
which incomplete knowledge may affect the ability to
achieve the objectives of the project include: elements of
requirements or technical solutions; future regulatory
development; system complexity inherent in the project.

The author [9] notes that “... the terms “uncertainty”,
“decision-making”, “risk” and “danger” should constitute
an integral terminological system”.

In article [9], the author gives the following definitions
to the indicated terms: “Uncertainty is a state of a person,
determined by his system of knowledge in a specific situ-
ation of an objectively uncertain environment regarding
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the impossibility / possibility of deciding on further activ-
ities in case of incomplete and unclear perception of the
situation, his insufficient awareness and uncertainty in
necessary actions associated with future events, their
impact on activities and implications for expected values
(planned result)”.

“Risk is a state of activity of the management object,
which is realized in the conditions of uncertainty when
manifestation of events (quantitatively taken into account
and not taken into account at decision-making about ac-
tivity) which can lead primarily to negative deviations
from achievement of expected value (planned result) is
possible”.

The authors [10, p. 137-138] determine the uncertainty
in the construction project and its risks, as follows. Uncer-
tainty is “.. incompleteness or incorrectness of infor-
mation about the conditions of the project, including in-
formation about possible costs and the corresponding
results of the actual implementation of the project”.

The authors associate uncertainty with the external en-
vironment (economic, political, social, etc.) and the set of
variables that must be taken into account in the process of
project development.

The reasons for uncertainty in construction projects are
indicated [10]:

— spontaneity of natural processes and phenomena,
natural disasters;

— coincidence, when under similar conditions, the same
event occurs differently as a result of many socio-
economic and technological processes;

— presence of conflicting tendencies and interests;

— incompleteness, lack of information about the object,
process, phenomenon;

— limited information on the rhythm of providing mate-
rial, financial, labor and other resources in the process of
project implementation.

Project risks are comprehended [10] as an action in the
decision-making process on the feasibility of development
and implementation of the project to achieve the aim,
taking into account possible changes in the conditions of
its implementation, the occurrence of adverse circum-
stances and related consequences of losses, damages.

The authors of [10] measure the magnitude of the risks
“... by the probability of the occurrence of a particular
event, which can lead to losses in the process of project
implementation. Probability is determined by statistical or
subjective methods. According to the sources of occur-
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rence, the risks are classified as political, internal and
force majeure”.

For construction projects, the authors of [10] addition-
ally identify the risks associated with: mistakes in the
design and estimate documentation; insufficient qualifica-
tion of specialists; delivery delays; low quality of compo-
nent materials, structures and products; breaks in con-
tracts, etc.

Professor Bilokin A.l. in [11] identifies the following
risks of construction / development projects:

- long stage of approval of project documentation;

- making changes to the design assignment by the cus-
tomer;

- making changes to design decisions by the customer;

- lack of design options by designers;

- lack of designers’ certain experience in designing
modern multifunctional complexes, taking into account
modern energy-saving technologies in the operation of a
real property;

- lack of qualified designers for individual engineering
sections of the project;

- coordination and interaction between the customer,
management company, designers, marketers, consultants,
technologists and other project participants;

- cost-effectiveness of design decisions;

- quality of project documentation;

- the issue of connecting the property to utilities;

- lack of experience in professional liability insurance
for architects and designers;

- the difficulty of communicating with foreign design-
ers if they are in the project.

Evidently, the list contains risks associated with the in-
fluence of customers, but they are not deciphered, pre-
sented by one category - “customer”, and generally there
are no risks in terms of satisfaction of individual custom-
ers and contradictions between them.

The objectives of project risk management are [8, p.
395] to increase the probability of occurrence and / or
impact of positive risks and reduce the probability of
occurrence and / or impact of negative risks in order to
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maximize the probability of successful project completion.

Project risk management according to the 6th version of

the PMBOK standard [8, p. 395] includes the processes of:

risk management planning, identification, analysis, re-
sponse planning, response implementation, risk monitor-
ing in the project.

The PMBOK standard in construction [12, p. 23] de-
fines risk as the possibility / probability of positive and
negative events that occur in the design and construction
process, between the interests of various project stake-
holders and the project context. This applies to stakehold-
ers, international law or international financial institutions
(for example, projects developed as part of joint construc-
tion projects, public-private partnerships or international
construction projects).

Risk response planning in construction projects is a
more complex process due to the involvement of subcon-
tractors.

Monitoring and control of risks within a group of mon-
itoring and control processes should be developed proac-
tively and continuously throughout the project life cycle,
especially for large construction projects or projects in a
dynamic environment.
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Project risk management includes processes for risk
management planning, identification, analysis, response
planning and project control. Project risk management is
essential for successful project management and should
be applied throughout the project life cycle. The main
objectives of project risk management are to increase the
probability and impact of positive events or opportunities
while reducing the probability and impact of negative
events or threats to the project [12, p. 99]. Project risk
management helps stakeholders by providing greater
confidence in project results, reducing risk exposure,
defining project strategies for bidding and negotiating
contracts, and estimating the cost and schedule of contin-
gency reserves.

Common factors for the construction industry, which
constantly give rise to various uncertain situations in
construction projects, are presented in [12, p. 99]: long
duration and aggressive schedules; environmental change
and the dynamic nature of the workplace; complex tech-
nical processes; open places that are highly exposed to the
environment; unskilled labor; shortage of materials; vari-
ous organizations actively involved in the construction
project with different goals, interests and expectations;
various works of public interest; change in prices for
materials; regulatory requirements.

Appendix X3 [12, p. 189] describes the most common
causes of risks in construction projects.

Risk management is a critical component of construc-
tion project management, especially in a turbulent design
environment. In particular, in Ukraine, symptoms of low
controllability of construction projects are often observed:
a significant number of objects are put into operation in
excess of the planned period, budget etc. In addition, there
are risks associated with improving the project manage-
ment system itself [13].

The analysis of the subject area and literary sources
showed that there are contradictions in project manage-
ment in construction projects that are managed using a
value-oriented approach. This contradiction lies in the
plane of risk management [14]. Based on the contradic-
tion, a problem was formulated, for the solution of which
a conceptual risk management model [15] and a mathe-
matical model [16] were proposed and developed.

The aim of this study is to develop an action algo-
rithm for project managers and members of risk manage-
ment teams of construction projects based on a value-
oriented approach.

Materials and methods. This algorithm was formed,
generalized and tested by the author, as a result of which a
method of risk management in construction projects (CP)
based on a value-oriented approach (VOA) was proposed.

The method was developed taking into account the
proposed conceptual [15] and mathematical model [16],
as well as on the basis of the information model PMBOK
Construction [12] “Risk Management Planning”. It con-
tains “Inputs”, “Tools and Methods” and “Outputs”. In
order to use this model for risk management of the
CPVOA, the “input data” decomposition was performed
[17]:

— Project charter. The level of safety and reliability of
the building (class of responsibility) is determined by the
ratio with the number of people at the facility [18];

— Policy. The risk management policy of a construction
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company should be based on compliance with the re-
quirements of construction norms and rules;

— Certain roles and responsibilities / Responsibility of
stakeholders. In particular, the project manager, produc-
tion and technical manager, project and technical manager,
risk manager, special project group of the VOA ensure the
safety and reliability of the construction project, work
with stakeholders, identify their expectations and values
[17];

— Profile. The social profile of stakeholders of the con-
struction project and determination of their mobility. For
example, the social categories of apartment building users
are children, youth, adults, the disabled, etc. [15];

— archived risk management plan for CPVOA imple-
mented construction projects;

— The breakdown structure including “Lighting, video
surveillance of the territory”, “fire safety”, “alarm / call
buttons”, “visible and clear signs / indicators", "barrier-
free escape routes”, “"ramps for the disabled and wheel-
chairs"”, etc..should be consistent with the expectations of
the main stakeholders of the project;

— The terms of the contract must include a guarantee
and, if possible, an agreed consolidated opinion of stake-
holders.

It is proposed to supplement the Planning Meetings
(“Tools and Methods” module) with the following com-
ponents: audit of stakeholder needs regarding the safety
and ease of operation of the constructed building; expert
assessment of the reliability of project decisions, fire
safety, universal design of the building and the surround-
ing area [17].

The structure of the risk management method of
CPVOA is shown in Fig. 1.

The business process “Risk management of a construc-
tion project based on a value-oriented approach” begins
with how the vision of the project product will be formed
by the customer (block 1, further B1). It is assumed that
the project team has already been formed by this time and
the development of project documentation begins accord-
ing to the PMBOK (B2) methodology, or another corpo-
rate project management methodology, which is adopted
by the project-oriented construction company POSK.The
author recommends to create a special project team for
the VOA, which will carry out all the tasks and processes
identified in this method.

Results and discussion. Next, we present the sequence
of actions in the form of steps.

Step 1 consists of two parallel processes that require
various resources. Note that the parallel execution of
processes in this method, assumes the availability of vari-
ous resources for their implementation.

The first one is B 3.1, which the technology of con-
struction works is being developed in.

The second process by which the special group of
VOA (note that depending on the scale of the project it
can be one person or a group) identifies project stake-
holders (B 3.2), compiles their ranked list, communicates
with them by available means based on the improved
information model PMBOK Construction “Risk Man-
agement Planning” [17], described above.

Step 2 formalizes the values for each stakeholder or
group of stakeholders (B 4.2) and in parallel forms the
technological model of the project (B 4.1). Note that over
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time, these processes can have various durations and are
not expected to end synchronously.
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Fig.1. Structure of the risk management method for CPVOA

Step 3. After formalizing the expected values of all
stakeholders, their analysis is carried out in order to har-
monize the project as a whole [19] and values, in particu-
lar, the formation of a single vector that will not destroy
the project, but will add a new additional value compo-
nent. The results of the analysis from block 5, serve as
input processes for the following two processes: analysis
of the conflict of values among the project stakeholders
(Block 6) and formation of the service model of the pro-
ject (Block 7).

Step 4. Formally, the analysis of the conflict of values
of the project stakeholders can be carried out on the basis
of the method of pairwise comparisons, or by the expert
method (B 6.1).

Stakeholders’ expectations are identified that are an-
tagonistic to each other. An accessibility analysis of value
for each stakeholder is carried out, i.e., the probability is
determined whether or not the stakeholder gains the ex-
pected value. The reasons for “non-achievement” can be
very different, only the outcome is analyzed - whether or
not the stakeholder will receive value and be satisfied
with it (B 6.2).

The next block (B 6.3) examines the mutual influence
of stakeholders on each other, the active influence of one
stakeholder on the process of achieving value by another
stakeholder. That is, the point is that the so-called mutual
probability of reaching the i-th stakeholder of its value,
depending on the impact on it i + 1st stakeholder.

Step 5. In parallel with B6, B7 is executed - a service
model of the project is being formed.

Note that at this interval stage, three parallel processes
were completed, as a result of which the following was
formed:

- technological model of the project (B 4.1) (this model
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meets the expectations of the customer / investor, taking
into account the technological features of construction).
This model is based on the recommendations of the
PMBOK [8], or any other project management methodol-
ogy adopted by the CC;

- project service model (B 7) (this model meets the ex-
pectations of stakeholders, all or “selected” with no re-
gard to the technological features of construction). This
model is based on the recommendations developed by the
authors of the model and presented in [20, 21];

- analysis of the value conflict of stakeholders, i.e. the
“anti-project” model has been formed, which is unattaina-
ble (B 6). The analysis is based on the author’s develop-
ments presented in [15, 16].

Step 6. Further, it is necessary to compare the results
obtained with each other, make a decision and choose a
development path [22]. As it is a question of use of VOA,
the accepted decision should be aimed at developing such
a project model that will satisfy as much as possible: the
customer / investor and significant stakeholders, taking
into account the strategic development goals of POSC in
the conditions of the risks of the “anti-project”.

Block 8 (B8) analyzes the feasibility of the service
model of the project (B 8.1) by comparing the technologi-
cal and service model of the project, and also calculates
the cost of these changes in monetary, technological,
resource and image senses. The final (one of the alterna-
tive) version of the project is specified and approved by
the customer / investor, taking into account the risks of
the VOA, which is developed in block B9. Note that this
final version of the project is subject to implementation
(execution).

Step 7. The processes of block 9 (B9) are conditionally
divided into identifying risks that significant project

stakeholders will receive or generate (B 9.1) and identify-
ing risks that POSK will receive (customer / investor /
project product manager) (B 9.2). Note that in both cases,
the risks entail both material (financial) consequences /
losses, and image ones. It is known that last ones can also
be recalculated into financial losses, however, in this
work, we intentionally separate them into a separate
group.

Step 8. Upon completion of the processes of block 9,
i.e. the risks are identified by the CPVOA, then in B 10
the risk management procedure is initiated by PMBOK,
or any other risk management methodology adopted in the
POSK. The proposed difference from the standard proce-
dure is the supplement of block 11 (B 11) to the processes
presented in the PMBOK: “Risk Response Planning” and
“Risk Response Implementation”. The supplement is
related to the used VOA, namely, work with stakeholders
to harmonize the project, which in turn will reduce the
risks of structural imbalance and the consequences from
them.

Therefore, the output B11 is directed to the input B5,
where the expected values are analyzed and their primary
harmonization took place.

At this point, the presented risk management method
for construction projects using VOA is completed. Risks
are identified, quantitatively and qualitatively analyzed,
their influence on the project value is determined,
measures to reduce risks are proposed through harmoniza-
tion of the project values.

It should also be noted that the developed method
should be used both at the planning stage of the project
and at the stage of its implementation, in order to monitor
previously identified risks and identify new ones.
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Introduction. Human rights are the most important insti-
tution in any modern society which regulates the legal
status of an individual and are commonly understood as
fundamental and "“inherent in all human beings™ [1]. This
institution determines the ways and measures of influence
on the legal status of an individual, the limits of invasion
into personal sphere and establishes legal and other guar-
antees of protection and realization of rights and free-
doms. The relevance of this research is that in our modern
world which is full of the widespread violation of human
rights and freedoms, it is hardly possible to find more
significant and at the same time complicated problem that
human rights protection and fair compensation in case of
their violation. That were the headline statements of the
Human Dimension Implementation Meeting (HDIM) in
Warsaw, Poland, in September 2019, leading European
forum in the fields of human rights [2]. The key issues in
this area are recognized legal guarantees and mechanisms
for protecting an individual in case of unlawful and illegal
actions in relation to him. Moreover, the most effective of
legal guarantees is considered to be judicial protection.
They are to review human dimension commitments and to
foster their implementation.

Since 1959 the European Court of Human Rights
(ECHR) is an international judicial body charged to hear
applications stating the breach of human rights (civil and
political) [3]. Its jurisdiction extends to all member states
of the Council of Europe that have ratified the European
Convention for the protection of Human Rights and Fun-
damental Freedoms (ECtHR) [4], including all issues
related to the interpretation and application of the conven-
tion, including interstate cases and individual complaints.

In each case of violation of the Human Rights which
are fixed in the ECtHR, there is a causation of damage to
the individual. Non-pecuniary damage usually means the
loss of non-pecuniary character as a result of moral or
physical suffering or other negative phenomena caused to
the person by the unlawful acts or omissions of others.
Non-pecuniary damage can be determined as harm that,
unlike pecuniary damage cannot be measured in money or
assessed in economic categories [5, p. 113].
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In spite of the active coverage of the ECHR's practice
of awarding just satisfaction, there is still a lack of analyt-
ical research aimed at identifying the Court's systemic
view of the proper structure and basic principles of the
functioning of the non-pecuniary damage mechanism.
These include assessing the legal nature of this civil lia-
bility measure, determining the subjective composition of
persons authorized to use it, specific manifestations of
probable non-pecuniary losses, establishing appropriate
approaches to the exercise of evidence, ensuring legal
certainty in matters of awarding appropriate compensa-
tion, and the like.

The question of specifying the terminological appa-
ratus of the institute of compensation for moral harm is
very important. Talking about the right to receive com-
pensation for non-pecuniary damages there is an article 41
in ECtHR called “just satisfaction”. It means a monetary
payment for the damage suffered by the victim of a hu-
man rights violation. This study uses “harm”, “prejudice”
or “grievance” as synonyms for “damage”. The text of the
Convention itself avoids the terms “damage” or “harm”. It
only mentions the state response required after the state
has violated a human right (and potentially caused dam-
age thereby). This response is called “satisfaction” in the
Convention. Neither the Convention itself nor the Court’s
case-law defines “damage”. The ECtHR seems to use
“damage” and “harm” interchangeably. For example, the
Court’s Practice Directions use “non-material harm, for
example mental or physical suffering”, as a synonym for
“non-pecuniary damage”. [6]. S.Altwicker-Hamori con-
siders it is therefore not necessary to distinguish “dam-
age” from “harm” [7]. At the same time, the European
Convention does not disclose the essence of the term “just
satisfaction” used in it, which allows the ECHR to inter-
pret this provision independently by virtue of the compe-
tence granted to it.

Being unlawful acts - offenses, all violations of subjec-
tive rights can be considered as a direct legal occasion
(private legal and factual basis) for the imposition of
appropriate means of compensation and property protec-
tion. However, in order for the assignment of such a prop-
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erty burden on the obligated person to be not arbitrary,
but really fair, proportional to the nature of the illegal act
and its consequences, the application of civil liability
measures (which include non-pecuniary damage) must be
due to the presence of a number of conditions characteriz-
ing the objective and subjective sides of unlawful actions
or inaction. Traditionally, under these conditions they
mean directly caused property or non-property damage,
the actions taken by the violator of another subjective
right, the presence of a causal relationship between his
behavior (or the committed offense) and the negative
consequences for the victim, as well as the guilt of the
offender.

The common practice of the ECHR regarding issues of
compensation and the amount of non-pecuniary damage
has not yet been developed. Depending on the circum-
stances of the case, the validity of the facts of moral suf-
fering, and on the decisions made earlier by the courts of
the respective state, the ECHR may decide to indemnify
the moral damage in whole or in part or that the very
recognition of a violation is an appropriate satisfaction. In
addition, in a number of cases, the ECHR may itself de-
cide on the amount of compensation for non-pecuniary
damage, if the claim does not specify a specific amount,
or the applicant leaves this issue to the court. Fair com-
pensation may be awarded in respect of: 1/ pecuniary
damage; 2/ non-pecuniary damage; 3/ legal costs and
expenses.

The court clearly distinguishes between the concepts of
material and moral harm, meaning the first damnum
emergens, i.e. damage actually caused, and lucrum ces-
sans, i.e. loss or loss of profit expected in the future. At
the same time, non-pecuniary damage is practically iden-
tified by the Court with such a broad concept as non-
material harm. So, according to the Rules, non-pecuniary
damage is harm that cannot be assessed, it can be ex-
pressed in the mental or physical suffering of the appli-
cant. However, such a determination is by no means re-
strictive, allowing the Court to take a different approach
to the determination whether the applicant suffered non-
pecuniary damage, depending on the circumstances and
characteristics of each case under consideration [8].

The aim of the article is 1/ to analyze how this right is
protected nowadays in the ECHR practice according the
assessment of non-pecuniary damages; 2/to clarify under
which circumstances this right can appear and the damag-
es are used to be compensated.

Methodology and research material. The methods
which were used are: 1/system analysis for reviewing and
studying the ECHR practice related to the awarding of
non-pecuniary damages in different cases; 2/ comparison
method for analyzing criteria which ECHR uses for calcu-
lating the amount and awarding of non-pecuniary damag-
es, 3/ legal forecasting method for analyzing how alterna-
tive mechanisms of calculating of non-pecuniary damages
will influence the theory and the practice of ECHR.

Discussion. Non-pecuniary damages, by its very na-
ture, do not lend itself to exact mathematical calculation;
therefore, the ECHR is guided by justice in determining
its size. The amount and grounds for payment of this type
of compensation in each particular case depend on the
circumstances of the case and the case-law of the Court in
cases brought against the respective respondent State.
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According to the Court's case-law, non-material harm
includes: physical pain and suffering; damage to health;
psychological harm; emotional stress; frustration and
humiliation; feelings of anxiety (injustice); feelings of
uncertainty, as well as emotional experiences (distress);
anxiety (inconvenience). Pain and suffering is defined as
the physical and mental distress suffered after an injury.
This can include broken bones and internal damage, but
also any pain, aches, permanent or temporary limitations
on a person’s activity, shortening of life, depression, em-
barrassment, and other types of pain and suffering. The
amount for damages is highly subjective, however, and
takes experts to calculate. It is important to emphasize
that pain and suffering can include physical pain and
mental suffering [9].

Suffering is a person’s feelings, emotions in the form
of negative experiences arising under the influence of
events that traumatize his psyche, deeply affecting his
personality structures, mood, well-being and health. Un-
der the moral suffering and feelings of a person should
understand the feelings of humiliation, irritation, depres-
sion, shame, anger, inferiority, despair, and many others.
Anxiety, anxiety state - an unpleasant, negative, difficult-
ly experienced emotion, the components of which are
feelings of tension, fear, anxiety. Anxiety arises in con-
nection with situations that potentially carry a danger, a
threat, a negative prospective for a person in the future.

However, these are not identical categories. Experience
is "suffering is only negative.” It can be concluded that
this can be reflected in the form of experience (moral
suffering) or negative feelings (bodily suffering). In addi-
tion, the ECHR classifies damage of reputation (loss of
reputation) as well as harm to a good name, harm caused
to relationships (loss of relationship), as well as disruption
to the normal course of private life (disruption to
lives)[10]. In particular, in the case of Poznakhirina v.
Russia [11], the Court notes that since the applicant in the
case had a well-paid job. On this basis, the Court decided
that the non-payment to the applicant of the money
awarded by a judicial decision did not affect her income
and that it would be sufficient to justify the finding of a
violation to compensate.

In determining the amount of compensation for non-
pecuniary damage to individuals, generally the Court
takes into account the following factors: the severity and
seriousness of the violation found; the duration of the
violation; the presence of serious or irreversible conse-
quences for the applicant’s health; the duration and extent
of the moral and physical suffering; individual character-
istics of the applicant (for example, his age and state of
health), as well as the requirements of justice.

There is reason to believe that from the point of view
of the ECHR of Human Rights, the prerequisite for com-
pensating the applicant for non-pecuniary damage is not
the latter as such, but rather the infliction of substantial
harm to the victim, which, due to its weight or originality,
requires special satisfaction for the victim account of the
respondent State. We find obvious evidence of this in the
decisions of the ECHR, which explicitly states that the
fact of a violation of the Convention for the Protection of
Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms is sometimes
sufficient satisfaction for the non-pecuniary damage
caused to the applicant. In all likelihood, the practice of
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the Court in this aspect reflects the influence of German
and Swiss law, in which the need to award compensation
for non-pecuniary damage is explained mainly by the
severity of the infringement of the rights of the individual.

In other words, the scale of the negative consequences
of the offense should reach such an extent that the refusal
to award compensation would have seemed clearly unfair,
given the essence of the losses suffered, and obviously
unreasonable from the point of view of the need to pre-
vent the commission of similar offenses in the future and
to encourage all participants in public relations to exercise
due diligence. It is believed that following this approach
in national law enforcement practice would avoid the
danger of falling into the trap of the preservation by many
scholars of the presumption of moral harm, which is al-
legedly present in every case of violation of one's rights.
Whereas if such a presumption can be applied, it is solely
for the purpose of enhanced protection of persons who are
in a violated legal relationship in a deliberately vulnerable
position in relation to the offender or in situations where
the expediency of its use is objectively dictated by the
very essence of the offense.

An example of this is the decision of the ECHR of Oc-
tober 15, 2009 in the case of lvanov v. Ukraine, in which
the Court, through reference to the Burdov v. Russia case,
confirmed the existence of a substantiated and at the same
time refuted presumption, in accordance with which over-
ly lengthy judicial proceedings provide grounds for com-
pensation for non-pecuniary damage. Moreover, as the
Court emphasized, such a presumption is especially indis-
putable in the event of an excessive delay in the execution
of the decision made against the state, since failure to
comply with his obligation to return the debt after the
applicant, having passed the trial, was successful, would
inevitably cause him to feel despair [12].

What should the judge be guided in determining the
amount of non-pecuniary damage in each particular case,
analyze the existing practice in his region or apply the
criteria of the ECHR in resolving this issue, and whether
the size should depend on the personality of the victim,
the degree of his emotionality, vulnerability, level of self-
esteem, physical development, gender, etc. Moral harm
arises as a result of physical or moral suffering. Physical
suffering, a feeling of physical pain is a physiological
category. Different people have different pain thresholds,
different abilities to endure physical pain. And it would be
wrong to believe that a blow of the same strength of a
young man who plays sports and a schoolgirl’s girl will
cause them the same physical pain, and, consequently, the
same moral harm, which can be compensated by an equal
amount of money.

As for moral suffering, they can be defined as a set of
negative emotions - feelings of fear, humiliation, resent-
ment, oppression, anxiety, etc. Naturally, the degree and
depth of such mental reactions directly depends on the
individual characteristics of the psyche, the level of de-
velopment of intelligence, self-esteem of the victim, and
the position of the object, the infringement of which caus-
es moral harm, in the value system of the victim [10].

It should be noted that in determining the amount of
compensation, the ECHR does not consider itself bound
by national practice, although it may be based on it. This
statement is contained in a judgment of 25 February 1997
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in the case of “Z. against Finland" [13]. The applicant
claimed only non-pecuniary damage as a result of the
disclosure of medical information about her, which was
widely circulated by the press. The court found estab-
lished that the applicant suffered non-pecuniary damage
as a result of the disclosure of her full name and medical
information about her in a decision of the Court of Ap-
peal. He decided that adequate just satisfaction would not
be ensured only by recognition of the fact of the violation
itself and therefore compensation should be awarded.

Contrary to the widespread opinion about the many-
thousand compensation for non-pecuniary damage, the
ECHR does not fully satisfy the claim for moral compen-
sation, but determines its significantly smaller size. The
court takes such decisions not only in relation to Ukraine,
but also to other countries. Thus, in the judgment of June
29, 2004 in the case of Voytenko v. Ukraine, where the
applicant claimed EUR 24,963.28 in respect of non-
pecuniary and pecuniary damage, the court did not see a
causal link between the violation found and the amount of
pecuniary damage claimed, therefore dismissed the com-
plaint [14]. As regards non-pecuniary damage, the court
stated that, as a result of the violations found, the appli-
cant had suffered non-pecuniary damage, which could not
be corrected by merely ascertaining the fact of the viola-
tion by the court. However, the amount claimed is exces-
sive. Objectively assessing the situation, as required by
Article 41 of the ECtHR, the court awarded the applicant
EUR 2,000 for non-pecuniary damage.

In addition, when applying to the ECHR, the applicant
must clearly state what kind of compensation he wants to
receive. Thus, in the judgment of September 27, 1995 in
the case of McCann and Others v. The United Kingdom
concerning moral and pecuniary damage, the court was
unable to establish from the applicants' submissions
whether the claim for financial compensation falls within
the definition of pecuniary or non-pecuniary damage or
under both at once [15].

The existing practice of the ECHR shows that compen-
sation for moral damage can only be expected at the same
moral level, and not at all material. In a judgment of 25
October 1993 in the case of Holm v. Sweden, the appli-
cant claimed SEK 400,000 for non-pecuniary damage
[16]. He claimed that, due to the publication of the book,
he was under psychological pressure for several more
years after the end of the proceedings in the national
courts, and also that he had little chance of a successful
court decision, given the composition of the jury. The
decision noted that it was not the court’s task to make
assumptions; the district court would decide the dispute in
favor of the applicant, considering the case in a different
composition. In any event, the Court finds that the finding
of a violation of Article 6 §1 of the Convention in itself
constitutes sufficient just satisfaction.

Nevertheless, the ECHR may make decisions on non-
pecuniary damage, even if the requirements regarding it
are not specified and supported by documents. So it was
in the court decision of July 27, 2004 in the case of Ro-
mashov v. Ukraine [17]. In considering the application,
the court drew attention to the fact that, in accordance
with Rule 60 of the Rules of Court, any claim for fair
satisfaction must contain a list of claims and may be sub-
mitted in writing along with relevant supporting docu-
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ments or evidence, “without which [the Court] may reject
the claim fully or partially". The applicant did not provide
a single document in support of his claims and did not
specify them. The court took into account the fact that, as
a result of the violations found, the applicant suffered
non-pecuniary damage, which cannot be compensated by
merely ascertaining the fact of the violation by the court.
Obijectively assessing the situation, as required by Article
41 of the Convention, the court awarded the applicant
EUR 3,000 in compensation for non-pecuniary damage.

In addition, the court in its decision may establish a
specific amount of non-pecuniary damage, despite the fact
that it was not established by the applicant himself. This
decision was made on January 24, 1994 in the case of
Raimondo v. Italy, where the court did not recognize the
claims for pecuniary damage due to the vagueness of their
wording, but considering that the applicant suffered cer-
tain non-pecuniary damage, awarded him compensation
in the amount of 10,000,000 Italian lire [18].

It seems erroneous that the compensation for non-
pecuniary damage for mental suffering caused by a scar
on a hand from a dog bite should be the same for a girl
planning to start working as a model and for whom the
question of how she looks comes first, and for an elderly
person who is not very concerned about appearance. In-
deed, if in the victim's value system his own appearance is
in one of the first places, then causing damage to his ap-
pearance will cause deep feelings in him. In the case
when the victim does not attach importance to the beauty
of his body and does not experience negative emotions
from the fact that his appearance has suffered, we can
only talk about compensation for moral harm, expressed
in physical pain from a dog’s bite [10].

In relation to the determination of the amount of com-
pensation for non-pecuniary damage, it is necessary in all
cases to take into account the material situation of the
person to whom such harm was caused. Moreover, the
higher the income of the victim, the greater the amount to
be recovered, since moral satisfaction of a person with a
high level of income requires appropriate compensation,
otherwise the principle of equality of citizens and the
requirement of fair compensation will be violated. The
need to take into account the financial situation of the
victim in this case is dictated by the specifics of the com-
pensated harm. In case of causing material damage, a
person is deprived of a material good having a monetary
value, difficulties in determining the amount of compen-
sation may arise only in connection with the establish-
ment of the monetary value of this good. Moral harm, as
an intangible category, cannot be evaluated in monetary
terms as a category exclusively material. Compensation
for non-pecuniary damage is the opportunity for the vic-
tim to experience positive emotions at the expense of the
amount collected, commensurate with the physical or
mental suffering he has experienced. Suppose that two
women suffered moral suffering of the same severity,
they experienced the same amount of negative emotions.
At the same time, one victim is the head of a large com-
mercial company with a very high income level, and the
other is a cleaning lady, her income is extremely low.
Naturally, in order to experience positive emotions com-
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mensurate with the moral harm inflicted, a wealthy person
needs a much larger amount of money than a low-income
person. A cleaning lady can experience exactly the same
positive emotions from buying a new pair of boots for the
exacted money on the market, just like a manager from
purchasing a brand of Louboutin shoes. Accordingly, the
two persons are equally compensated for the non-
pecuniary damage, although the amounts collected are not
the same.

Despite the possibility of various verbal designations
of the totality of the non-property consequences of the
offense in connection with which compensation is award-
ed, other than compensation for material damage (for
example, moral or non-property damage, non-material
damage or non-material losses), in each case of its award
we are talking about the application of the same compen-
sation mechanism, the effect of which is entirely due to a
judicial interpretation morally The legal imperatives of
justice, reasonableness and good faith. Therefore, the term
“Compensation for non-pecuniary damage” is an abso-
lutely adequate generalizing designation for compensation
for these losses

Given the impossibility of a reliable establishment of
all manifestations and characteristics of moral harm in-
flicted on the victim, the construction of a speculative
model of the occurrence of reasonably expected conse-
quences of the offense reasonably expected, common in
similar situations, should be considered the best way to
determine its presence and its inherent individual parame-
ters. Therefore, referring to the widespread theories of
causation, it should be recognized that the theory of ade-
quate causation is most suitable for explaining the fea-
tures of the functioning of the mechanism for compensa-
tion for moral harm [19, p. 45].

It seems fair and reasonable to exclude guilt from the
composition of the conditions of liability of public law
entities for moral damage caused to the weak (“subject")
side in public legal relations. However, this does not ex-
clude the need to assess and compare the subjective side
of the parties to the dispute in order to determine the fair
amount of compensation awarded to the victim, and
sometimes to determine the legitimacy of the actions of
the authorities (if this legitimacy was determined by the
degree of care and discretion shown by the subject of the
public administration).

Conclusions. In the final analysis, it has been demon-
strated that there is no stability in awarding of non-
pecuniary damages by ECHR. The amount of damage
awarded is usually unpredictable and there are no fixed
criteria of calculating the right amount of it in each case.
There were no mechanisms of fair compensation pro-
posed and implemented to the ECHR. The criteria for
determining the amount of non-pecuniary damage are not
clearly defined and lead to the unfair assessment of non-
pecuniary damage in the ECHR decisions. Thus, consid-
ering the number of applications to the ECHR, this analy-
sis would surely serve as a point of departure for finding
clearer mechanisms for determining the amount of non-
pecuniary damage caused to individual by human rights
violations.
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Abstract. The article reviews the current approaches to managing the stakeholders of wind power projects and assessing their capabili-
ties. A method for managing the risk balance of stakeholders in wind power projects has been developed, which, through the use of crea-
tive thinking and design thinking methods, enhances the low and medium-sized opportunities for harmonized stakeholders. This method
makes it possible to evaluate and improve the risk balance of the stakeholder capability component and to increase the effectiveness of

Introduction. Stakeholder behavior is determined by their
interests, which are relatively stable over time, and differ-
ent groups are willing to make different efforts to influence
the progress of wind power projects (WPP) in order to ad-
just behavior in accordance with those interests. The best
results in managing WPPs can be achieved through stake-
holder engagement [1-2]. Each stakeholder has their own
influence on the implementation of the project, which can
be positive, negative or neutral [3]. The positive impact of
stakeholders on the implementation of WPP is beneficial
because it helps to implement the project. Negative influ-
ence is generally not beneficial, but can sometimes be re-
versed. Neutral impact does not affect the implementation
of the project in any way, but sometimes it can be changed
by external factors, and then from neutral to become either
positive or negative. It is important for the project manager
and the project team not to overlook the neutral impact as a
negative influence, or to make efforts to change the neutral
position to a positive one.

According to the PMBoK standard [4], project risk is an
unspecified event or condition that has a negative or posi-
tive effect on project objectives, such as content, timetable,
cost and quality, and the objectives of project risk man-
agement are to increase the likelihood of occurrence and
enhance the impact of favorable events and reduce the like-
lihood of adverse events occurring and attenuating during
the project implementation. Risk, as uncertainty, can also
be measured by the combination of the likelihood of a
threat / opportunity and the magnitude of their impact on
goals [3]. The reasons for the negative deviations in the
project can be both risks that lead to threats [5] and low
opportunities, which may adversely affect the objectives of
the project.

The risk management method of WPP stakeholders [7],
improves the effectiveness of management decision-
making by reducing the high and medium-sized threats for
threatening stakeholders. To ensure effective management
of WPP stakeholders, the key issue remains the optimiza-
tion of the stakeholder capability component of their risk
balances.

A brief overview of publications on the topic. Stake-
holder management in project management is presented in
PMBoK [4], National ICB Standard [8], International
Standard AA1000 Stakeholder Engagement Standard 2018.
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Stakeholder management approaches, in particular the
partnership approach and the protection method, are dis-
cussed in [10]. A dynamic analysis of project stakeholder
management methods and tools was performed in [11], two
schools of stakeholder theory were noted: the first focused
on managing stakeholders to eliminate their negative im-
pact on project goals, the second focused on human rela-
tionships within the framework of human relations. man-
agement and insists on managing interactions between dif-
ferent stakeholders. Sources [12, 13] propose a method of
systematically integrated stakeholder activity modeling for
interaction management tasks and modeling of stakeholder
activity in projects based on an integrated cognitive map of
the interaction environment. The authors of [14] propose a
method of proactive communication of the municipal ener-
gy efficiency project management system with stakehold-
ers. The analysis of models and methods of managing
stakeholders of wind power projects was carried out in
[15]. In the articles [16-17] identified external and internal
WPP stakeholders, quantified the opportunities and threats
for these stakeholders, determined the magnitudes of risk
balances (opportunities and threats) for each stakeholder,
ranked them according to the risk balances. A mathematical
model for the risk management of WPP stakeholders is
presented in a source [18], which mathematically describes
the possible states of the system of interaction and opportu-
nities of stakeholders of wind power projects, with the
probable values of risk balances for each stakeholder. The
analysis of design thinking on the organization of project
work of students was carried out in [19], management of
creative potential in teams of IT projects in [20].

An analysis of the materials in the literature shows that
the existing methods are imperfect and incomplete, they do
not sufficiently take into account the opportunities of WPP
stakeholders and do not allow optimizing the management
of risk balances by analyzing and enhancing the capabili-
ties of stakeholders. Therefore, the exploration and mod-
ernization of the risk balance management of WPP stake-
holders through chance management using creative think-
ing and design thinking are urgent, needing concretization
and refinement.

The purpose of the article is to develop a method of
managing the balance of risks of stakeholders of wind
power projects, which allows to evaluate and improve the

risk balances of the components of the capabilities of
stakeholders and to increase the effectiveness of manage-
ment decisions, by increasing the low and average chances
for harmonized designers and designers.

Outline of the main material and results of the study.
Risk Management of Risk Management Stakeholders is
based on the conceptual model of risk balance (opportuni-
ties and threats) of WPP stakeholders [6] and the mathe-
matical model of risk management of WPP stakeholders
[18]. Stakeholders can be divided into three groups: threat-
ening, harmonized and chance, by the magnitude of their
risk balances.

The design-thinking cycle involves monitoring the iden-
tification of unmet needs in context and constraints, in rela-
tion to a particular situation or opportunity, setting the
boundaries of opportunities and scope for innovation, gen-
erating ideas, testing and final decision-making [19]. Crea-
tive thinking is the ability, by combining heterogeneous
elements, to see something new (knowledge, forms, solu-
tions) that has a significant socio-economic effect [20]. If
creativity plays a crucial role in the process of generating
creative ideas, then their perception and proper implemen-
tation depend on design thinking, which combines concrete
actions, adaptability, expertise and more, which in turn
leads to the generation of the right decisions for the devel-
opment of complex dynamic systems, the construction of
effective research. and expert use of cognitive abilities.

A block diagram of an algorithm for implementing the
method of managing the balance of risks of WPP stake-
holders is presented in Picture 1.

Let us describe in more detail the proposed method of
risk management of WPP stakeholders:

1. The procedure for initiating risk balance management
is carried out.

Conclusions. Effective stakeholder management, which
takes into account their risk balances and counteracts the
enhancement of opportunities and the reduction of risks
posed by risks, is the key to the effectiveness of WPP.

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Communicative discourse in the formation of a deliberative society

Abstract. The article examines the relevance of communicative discourse in the period of formation and development of a modern delib-
erative society. The interrelations between the philosophy of discourse and communicative philosophy are justified, the stages of their
development are analyzed. Modern manifestations of the communicative approach to various socio-cultural practices are considered. Me-
diation and dialogue are defined as basic communicative technologies. Humanitarian and moral understanding of the communicative dis-
course will help identify and resolve contradictions through openness and discussion that meet the needs, interests and goals of modern

society.

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Abstract. The article presents a conceptual analysis of the legal nature and essence of subjective right. The etymology and features of debt-

or's obligation and the facts that give rise to it are considered. Based on the analysis of the current legislation of Ukraine, the description of

the legal actions of a creditor under the provisions of the Civil Code of Ukraine as well as his/her relationship with the debtor are empha-

sized. The obligations of a creditor and his/her principal are presented as exemplified by contract of attorney together with their powers.
Keywords: legal relations, contractual obligations, creditor, debtor, legal regulation, property rights.

Introduction. The content of binding relations also deter-
mines the peculiarities of the nature of the implementation -
a creditor's right in a binding relationship can only be exer-
cised in case of the performance by the debtor of his/her
duties.

F. C. Savigny attached particular importance to the ac-
tions of a debtor, since "the activity of a debtor should be
considered the principal point, the essence of any obligation;
and the activity of a creditor is only minor one."

The actions of a debtor have always been at the forefront
in the definitions of obligation since the times of the Roman
law. We would like to remind that: "An obligation is a legal
bond that causes us to carry out something in accordance
with the laws of our state,” "The essence of obligation is not
to make some bodily object or some servitude ours, but to
bind another person toward us in order for him/her to give,
do us something or provide us with something."

Civil law relation, like any legal relation in general, is a
social relation in which the right of one person corresponds
to the duty of another one. Subjective right cannot exist by
itself without a legal duty because they form one indivisible
whole - a legal relation (legal relationship). Due to its legal
nature, subjective right will not exist as a right in a legal
relationship unless it is opposed and secured by a legal duty.
A person can hold a subjective right that arises from the
effect of a norm of law only against some obliged subject,
since legal duty also exists only in opposition to subjective
right.

Review of Publications on the Topic. I. M. Zhilinkova
emphasized that, whereas the content of subjective right, in
addition to the right to one’s own actions, also includes the
power to demand appropriate behavior from others, subjec-
tive duty cannot include any power at all, and even more so
with respect to others. Whatever the content of legal duty, it
cannot be applied toward other persons. The content of a
subjective duty is fully directed at the obliged person and
fixes on him/her. An obliged person may not, on his/her own
volition only, transfer the burden of his/her duty to another
person. Due to his/her legal position, he/she cannot influence
other persons. Since a subjective civil law duty is directed at
its bearer, it cannot have two components: direction at the
obliged person and at someone else [1, p. 40].

The purpose of the article. Providing a conceptual anal-
ysis of the legal nature and essence of subjective right. Con-
sidering the etymology and features of the appearance of
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debtor's obligation and the facts that give rise to it. Describ-
ing the legal actions of a creditor in accordance with the
provisions of the Civil Code of Ukraine and his/her relation-
ship with the debtor.

Methodology. The author applies an analytical approach
to evaluating the concept of contractual obligation in legal
practice, the content analysis of theoretical and methodologi-
cal approaches in evaluating changes in the Civil Code of
Ukraine. A comparative analysis of the phenomenon on the
basis of legislative acts is proposed.

Results. Whereas subjective right is the measure of pos-
sible behavior allowed to the authorized person, subjective
duty is the measure of proper behavior imposed on the
obliged person. Whereas the measure of possible behavior is
provided to the authorized person in order to satisfy his/her
interests, the measure of proper behavior is offered to the
obliged person in order to satisfy the interests of the author-
ized person. Whereas the measure of possible behavior al-
lowed to the authorized person is ensured through the impo-
sition of duties on other persons, the measure of proper be-
havior imposed on the obliged person is ensured through
enabling the authorized person to require the obliged person
to perform the duty based on the apparatus of state coercion.

But it should be borne in mind that the performance of an
action depends on a debtor. A debtor cannot be compelled to
take action. He/she may or may not perform his/her action,
although the failure to perform it is accompanied, for
him/her, by unpleasant legal consequences. Thus, obligation
as a relation wholly dependent on another person is, in es-
sence, the sphere of credence that is given by one person - a
creditor — to other persons — his/her debtors.

The peculiarities of duty in obligation are conditioned by
the grounds for the occurrence of the obligation. The main
legal fact that gives rise to obligation (and duty as an integral
part of the content of the obligation) is the contract, which is
conditioned by the principle of equality of participants in
civil relations, the discretion of civil regulation that gives
subjects the freedom to acquire and regulate the content of
their duties through their own volition.

Similarly, when making unilateral deals that entail an ob-
ligation (for example, a public promise of remuneration and
the provision of the stipulated result as two unilateral deals
entailing an obligation out of a public promise of remunera-
tion), the parties themselves determine for themselves the
content of duties, of the obligation incurred.

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The condition of a bond between a creditor and a debtor,
the interrelation between the right to demand and the debt is
denoted by the general term "obligation", but when we use
this term to denote a duty, we allow for dangerous confusion.
In addition to binding relation, in law, there are other cases
of legal necessity: to recognize the ownership right of anoth-
er person, to pay taxes, to execute court decisions, to perform
other duties provided for by law. This term is unjustifiably
extended to non-binding relations and to ones that even are
not civil. Even when applied in institutes of binding law, it
unreasonably narrows down the essence of "obligation" to
the person of a debtor, rather than denoting the relationship
between a creditor and a debtor.

Therefore, the term "obligation™ cannot be used in the
sense of a necessity established by law as a whole and in the
sense of the duty of a debtor (debt) in particular.

Thus, through the example of the Ukrainian law, it can be
noted that, in the event of a breach of obligation, a protective
obligation arises, in which the duties to indemnify the dam-
age already become duties of provision (rather than protec-
tive ones), to which the creditor's right to demand providing
corresponds.

German science, in binding legal relation, distinguishes
special duties, which are conveyed in the Russian language
by the term “nomkencreoBanue” (that is, “must”), to empha-
size their different nature in comparison with duties of provi-
sion or behavioral duties. In the national (Ukrainian) civil
law science, these duties are called creditor’s ones.

In addition to the duties of a debtor, in obligation, they
distinguish the existence of creditor’s duties that are designed
to enable a debtor to perform his/her duties.

The main creditor’s duty is, as it is supposed, the duty to
accept the performance, the content of which consists in
performing, on the part of a creditor, actions dependent on
him/her, without which the debtor cannot perform his/her
obligation.

According to another point of view, a creditor has the
right (rather than being obliged) to accept the performance
on the basis of the obligation.

It is believed that recognizing a creditor's duty to accept
the performance on the basis of the obligation causes the
traditional division of obligations into simple and complex
ones to be canceled, since, according to this concept, any
simple obligation (for example, an obligation arising from an
interest free loan) is "complicated" by the creditor's addition-
al duty. A creditor's actions to accept the due performance
proposed by the debtor are a means of exercising a subjective
right that belongs to the creditor, rather than the creditor's
duty.

According to A. V. Vlasova, the qualification of a credi-
tor's actions to accept the due performance as a means of
exercising his/her subjective right leads to the conclusion that
the realization of the relevant legal possibility or the refusal
of its realization occurs in accordance with the will of the
authorized person him/herself. Thus, the failure of a creditor
to accept the performance on the basis of the obligation, that
is, the creditor's delay in acceptance, is indicative of the
refusal of the creditor to exercise the legal possibility given
to him/her [2].

However, according to Art. 616 of the Civil Code, if the
breach of an obligation occurred through the fault of the
creditor, the court, accordingly, reduces the amount of dam-
ages and penalties recovered from the debtor.

Discussion. Since this article is about the fault of a credi-
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tor, it can be concluded that the legislature affirmed the view
of the duty, and not the right to accept the performance from
the debtor.

Although one may notice that the term "fault" acquires a
different shade in this norm than usual; it is not a fault before
others — it is a breach of respecting one’s own interests, so to
speak, a fault against oneself.

The stated wording of Art. 616 of the Civil Code of
Ukraine, in our opinion, is still not without drawbacks. From
the above wording of the Article, it follows that, if the breach
of an obligation is the result of culpable actions of the credi-
tor, then this can reduce the liability of the debtor. But this
situation is wrong, because, in this case, there is no fault of
the debtor at all, and his/her liability - greater or lesser — is
out of the question. The legislator must have meant the con-
sequences of culpable conduct of both parties: the debtor and
the creditor.

Our conclusion is confirmed by the position of the Su-
preme Economic Court of Ukraine, which was expressed in
Item 43 of the Information Letter “On Some Issues of the
Practice of Application of the Rules of the Civil and Eco-
nomic Codes of Ukraine” of April 7, 2008 #01-8/211, name-
ly, in accordance with Part 1 of Art. 616 of the Civil Code of
Ukraine: if the breach of an obligation occurred due to the
fault of the creditor, the court, accordingly, reduces the
amount of damages and penalties recovered from the debtor.
It should be borne in mind that, if the breach of an obligation
occurred entirely because of the creditor, then the creditor's
losses should be considered to be caused as a result of his/her
own actions or omissions and are not the result of a violation
of his/her right.

In accordance with Part 1 of Art. 613 of the Civil Code of
Ukraine, a creditor is considered to be in default if he/she
refused to accept the due performance offered by the debtor,
or did not perform the actions stipulated by the contract or
acts of civil law arising from the essence of the obligation or
customs of business turnover, until the performance of which
the debtor could not fulfill his/her duty.

The reference to the default of a creditor should make us
aware that there is an obligation of the creditor that he/she
has overdue, namely the obligation to accept the perfor-
mance.

The courts also pay attention to this. Thus, in the judg-
ment of Kyiv Economic Court of Appeal of Ukraine of De-
cember 13, 2011 #23/439, it was established that the plaintiff
had given the defendant the order for the production of a
road map of Eastern Europe. The plaintiff alleges that the
defendant did not provide him with the road map in print,
and therefore, he addressed the defendant with a claim for a
refund of UAH 115,200. In settling this dispute, the local
economic court concluded that the defendant had committed
the breach of an economic obligation, and that there were
grounds to apply, in a contentious case, the provisions of Art.
1212 of the Civil Code of Ukraine regarding the obligation
of the defendant to repay the money that he acquired on the
basis of a reason that subsequently fell away, and satisfied
the claim for recovery from the defendant of the prepayment
amount of 115 200 UAH.

However, the Economic Court of Appeal disagreed with
such conclusions of the local economic court, taking into
account the following. The case file contains a copy of the
map layout signed by three plaintiffs' authorized representa-
tives and a copy of the map without a cover. With the con-
sent of the parties, the cover was to be provided by the plain-
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tiff, as his advertising and information about him should be
indicated there. The defendant claims that the plaintiff, with-
out providing the cover, deprived him of the opportunity to
complete the work of map production. At the same time, the
layouts made are sent to the plaintiff in written and electronic
form. The plaintiff did not provide reasonable explanation
for the electronic use of the map on his website and in his
own advertising edition. Nor did the latter provide explana-
tions regarding the failure to provide the cover for the map
and, accordingly, the defendant's deprivation of the possibil-
ity of its printing and transmission to the plaintiff. Without
the cover, the maps had no appearance, so their printing and
transmission were, indeed, inappropriate. In such circum-
stances, it is the creditor who has defaulted on the economic
obligation in accordance with the provisions of Part 1 of Art.
613 of the Civil Code of Ukraine and Part 1 of Art. 221 of
the Civil Code of Ukraine, which consists in failure to pro-
vide the defendant with a cover for the map.

We should distinguish between duties of a debtor in an
obligation and duties of a creditor. For example, a customer,
according to the contract, has the right to require the contrac-
tor (debtor) to perform the work properly, but the duty to pay
for such work is not creditor’s one, since, in this respect, the
customer him/herself acts before the contractor as the debtor.

In some (mutual) obligations, a party has the duty to ac-
cept the performance as a debtor's, and not a creditor's duty.

According to Art. 655 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, under
a contract of sale and purchase, one party (the seller) trans-
fers or undertakes to transfer property (goods) into the own-
ership of the other party (the buyer), and the buyer accepts or
undertakes to accept the property (goods) and to pay for it
some money amount. The very definition of the contract
stipulates the duty to accept the performance in consensual
sale and purchase. In accordance with Art. 689, the buyer is
obliged to accept the goods, except when he/she has the right
to demand the replacement of the goods or the right to with-
draw from the contract of sale and purchase.

The very definitions show that the duty to accept the
goods is the duty of the buyer as a debtor; this duty is ex-
pressly provided by law.

Similarly, under a contract for work and labor, one party
(the contractor) undertakes at his/her own risk to perform
certain work on the instruction of the other party (the cus-
tomer), and the customer undertakes to accept and pay for
the work performed (Art. 837 of the Civil Code of Ukraine).

V. V. Kulakov considers that, since under a contract of
sale and purchase, the buyer has the right to transfer the
goods, but is also obliged to accept them accordingly, he/she
acts here both as a creditor with the right to demand the
transfer of the goods, and as a debtor with the duty to accept
them, then, in this case, there is no doubt that the buyer has
exactly a legal duty (to accept the goods), because a clear
sanction is imposed on him/her for failure to fulfill the duty.
But if you take a similar situation with the duty of a lessor to
take back the leased thing, it is difficult to draw such a clear
conclusion, since this obligation is only envisaged, and there
is no specific sanction provided by law.

That is, in a contract of sale and purchase, the duty to ac-
cept the goods is a normal duty of a debtor, not a duty of a
creditor, and in a contract of lease, the duty to take the thing
back is a duty of a creditor, since there is no specific sanc-
tion.

For breach of creditor’s duty, only the consequences pro-
vided for in Art. 545, 613, 616 of the Civil Code of Ukraine
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occur.

Creditor’s duties also include the duty to confirm the per-
formance of an obligation. Thus, according to Art. 545 of the
Civil Code of Ukraine, having accepted the performance of
an obligation, the creditor should, at the request of the debt-
or, issue him/her a receipt for accepting the performance in
part or in full (Part 1). If the debtor issues a debt document to
the creditor, the creditor, when accepting the performance of
the obligation, should return it to the debtor. If the debt doc-
ument cannot be returned, the creditor should indicate this in
the receipt that he/she issues (Part 2). If the creditor refuses
to return the debt document or to issue a receipt, the debtor
has the right to delay the performance of the obligation. In
this case, there is a default of the creditor (Part 4).

Thus, at the request of the debtor, the creditor, in substan-
tiation of the performance of the debtor's duty: a) issues a
receipt for accepting the performance; b) returns the debt
document.

Therefore, even a loan legal relationship that is straight-
forward (one right - one obligation) and one-way binding, in
which the lender has only a right and the borrower only an
obligation, implies the occurrence of so-called creditor’s
duties. For example, according to Art. 545 of the Civil Code
of Ukraine, accepting the performance, he/she should issue
the borrower a receipt.

Creditor’s duties also include actions until the perfor-
mance of which the debtor could not fulfill his/her duty. It is
this that follows from the wording of Part 2 of Art. 613 of the
Civil Code of Ukraine.

For example, the terms of contracts for the performance
of various types of construction and repair work often pro-
vide for the duty of the customer to perform certain prepara-
tory actions (for example, to clear from irrelevant objects the
place where the work will be performed, to ensure access to
the contractor's employees to this place, etc.), the failure of
which makes impossible the commencement of the work.
Other similar situations are possible: for example, a contract
of carriage may stipulate the duty of the customer to ensure
the proper registration of the goods and transport documents
and to arrange for the loading of the cargo on the vehicle.
Failure to fulfill these duties deprives the carrier of the possi-
bility to commence to perform his/her duties.

In a contract of delegation, the principal is obliged to re-
imburse the attorney for the expenses incurred. It is his/her
duty as a debtor. He/she is also obliged to issue a power of
attorney. It is his/her duty as a creditor. The legal regime of
these duties is different. If the principal does not issue a
power of attorney, he/she creates by his/her actions the ina-
bility for the attorney to fulfill his/her duty. Thus, the princi-
pal punishes him/herself in the first place.

Creditor’s duties differ from debtor’s ones in that, first,
they are of ancillary nature and are intended to enable the
debtor to perform the obligation; second, creditor's duties
may be performed by another person even without the con-
sent of the creditor (the performance of an obligation by a
notary who performs creditor's duties). Third, if they are not
performed, only special sanctions can be applied to the credi-
tor.

1. B. Novitsky identifies three components of a creditor's
duty: 1) not burdening by one’s own conduct the state of the
debtor; 2) taking known positive action to enable the debtor
to fulfill the obligation; 3) being prepared for a timely ac-
ceptance of a properly proposed performance.

Thus, creditor’s duties include the duties of a creditor,
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first, to accept the due performance offered by the debtor;
second, at the request of the debtor, to perform the actions
provided for by the Civil Code of Ukraine that confirm the
performance (to issue a receipt for the acceptance of the
performance or to return the debt document); third, to take
actions provided for by contract or law, without which the
debtor cannot perform his/her duty.

In case of the default of the creditor, the suspension of the
performance occurs automatically and even beyond the will
of the debtor - simply due to the inability to fulfill the obliga-
tion without the creditor’s taking appropriate actions (for
example, the acceptance of the performance). Accordingly, a
breach of creditor’s duties results in the automatic and legal
default of the debtor.

According to O. P. Pechenyi, the designation of “credi-
tor's duties" is, to a certain extent, a conventional and artifi-
cial formation, since a creditor is traditionally represented by
a person entitled to demand from the debtor certain actions,
and the debtor, respectively, by the person on whom the duty
to perform these actions lies. Therefore, by definition, a
creditor cannot have any duties. However, creditor’s duties
constitute a certain condition necessary for the performance
by the debtor of his/her duties.

The definition of creditor’s duties as "a certain condition"
cannot, in our opinion, explain their legal nature. We think
that these duties do not turn a creditor into a debtor, because
they exist to help him exercise his/her own powers. They are
ancillary in the exercising of the creditor’s rights of claim.

Compliance with creditor’s duties is necessary to the ben-
efit of the person who is the creditor, since the person in its
violation loses the right and suffers from other adverse legal
consequences.

Entering into an obligation, its subjects (at least the credi-
tor, if the obligation arises not out of a contract) always have
a certain economic purpose (the achievement of some good);
it is embodied in a subjective right and reflected in its oppo-
site obligation. A creditor’s duty has no economic sense. It is
not directly related to the purpose of the obligation and has
certain auxiliary nature.

For example, a creditor should appear at the place of the
performance of the obligation to accept the obligation, but, in
accordance with Art. 537 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, the
debtor has the right to perform his/her duty by returning the
money or securities owed to the creditor through notary’s
deposit in case of the absence of the creditor or his/her au-
thorized person at the place of the performance of the obliga-
tion.

In this case, the obligation is duly performed, despite fail-
ure to perform the creditor’s duty.

O. P. Pechenyi believes that properties of paired catego-
ries are not inherent in creditor’s duties; they are not of a
reciprocal nature.

However, debtor's powers must inevitably correspond to
creditor's duties. But the peculiarity of these powers is that
they cannot be presented at the moment of the performance
of the obligation (the debtor cannot compel to perform the
obligation; he/she has no right to demand to perform credi-
tor’s obligations); these powers are manifested in case of
failure to perform creditor’s duties, namely: the debtor has
the right to demand the recovery of damages in the absence
of the circumstances referred to in Part 3 of Art. 613 of the
Civil Code, to demand a reduction in the amount of penalties
and damages (Part 1 of Art. 616 of the Civil Code of
Ukraine).
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A debtor also has several powers that do not directly cor-
respond to the duties of a creditor, but are provided for by
law (in the broad sense, a creditor is also obliged; he/she
must take (suffer) the consequences of these powers): he/she
may fulfill the obligation through a notary (Art. 537 of the
Civil Code of Ukraine), delay the performance of the obliga-
tion (Part 4 of Art. 545 of the Civil Code of Ukraine), defer
the performance of the obligation for the time of default of
the creditor (Part 2 of Art. 613 of the Civil Code of Ukraine),
not pay interest during the time of default of the creditor
(Part 4 of Art. 613 of the Civil Code of Ukraine).

V. A. Belov defines the concept of creditor’s duties in the
following way: the debtor may require the creditor to per-
form such actions, which, while not having any independent
value (which means that the creditor cannot be compelled to
carry out these actions, and for their failure, he/she may not
be punished), but without which the creditor will not be able
to fulfill his/her claim. For example, under a loan agreement
drawn up through the debtor's bill of debt, the creditor has
the right to demand repayment of the loan only if the debtor
receives back his/her bill of debt. It is the duty to return the
bill of debt that is a creditor’s duty: one can neither force to
perform it nor punish for its breach; however, in the event of
failure to perform it, the debtor has the right to delay the
performance of the obligation, to claim compensation for
damages caused by delay in the acceptance of the perfor-
mance, and, since the obligation was monetary, also not to
pay interest for the time of "forced delay."

If even a debtor can claim damages for a breach of the
creditor’s duty, it cannot be said that a creditor "cannot be
punished" for failing to fulfill his/her duty. In accordance
with Part 3 of Art. 613 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, a debtor
is not entitled to compensation for losses caused by a default
of the creditor, if the creditor proves that this delay is not the
result of his/her fault or the fault of persons, on whom, legal-
ly or by order of the creditor, the acceptance of the perfor-
mance was laid.

That is, if the debtor proves the fault of the creditor on the
default, he/she has the right to recover damages. If there is a
responsibility, then there is a duty.

V. V. Kulakov also believes that a creditor cannot be pun-
ished for failure to perform creditor’s duties (the arguments
against which were put forward above), but he is right in
another regard. Thus, he notes that creditor’s duties include
those actions failing to perform which a creditor harms only
to him/herself. In this case, he/she is considered one who is
in default, and the debtor is released from liability. In addi-
tion, certain actions can be taken against a creditor who has
not taken actions that constitute the contents of a creditor's
duty, but these actions are limited only to the debtor's right
for delaying the performance, for receiving compensation for
losses caused by the creditor’s late payment; or to loss of
interest on the monetary obligation. There can be no other
sanction for failure to perform this duty. But in this case, this
duty only is called "duty,” and one by no means can call a
creditor “an obliged subject.” He/she is "obliged" only to-
ward him/herself, and not toward others.

He himself confirms the existence of sanctions for failure
to perform creditor’s duties, which emphasizes their compul-
soriness, but he correctly notes the nature of these duties,
which is ancillary in the exercise of subjective rights of a
creditor, and, in their violation, a creditor punishes only
him/herself, not exercising his/her right of demand, not
reaching his/her interest.

As for the possibility of establishing a penalty for improp-
er performance of creditor’s duties, for example, establishing
a penalty for failure to issue a power of attorney, it can be
said that a penalty can only be established for improper per-
formance of a debtor’s duty. Creditor’s duties cannot be
secured with penalties (as well as with pledges, guarantees,
retentions, etc.). Only if a secondary duty of provision (in-
demnification) arises as a sanction for failure to perform
creditor’s duties, can one speak of the possibility of securing

the performance of this duty.

Conclusions. Thus, in a binding legal relationship, sever-
al types of duties are performed. First, those are duties of
provision (debt) - the basic duties in an obligation, to which
the rights of the creditor correspond. Provision, as a general
rule, creates certain benefits for the creditor. Second, those
are protection duties designed to protect the interests of the
parties in an obligation which are not directly related to the
provision. Third, those are creditor’s duties.

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Ukraine. Historical, socioeconomic, ethnic, linguistic, geopolitical features of regional divisions, which have developed mainly in the
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Abstract. The main options for coordinating non-governmental organization’s efforts with other international actors in the sphere of
peace and security are considered in the article. Based on the system method, the article deals with the major ways of NGOs' interacting
with both international intergovernmental organizations and with individual countries in the contemporary world. The article reveals
the the main areas of cooperation of INGOs with government organizations, in particular with The Organization for Security and
Cooperation in Europe, The European Union, The Council of Europe and others. The article identifies that in recent years the scope of
contacts between NGOs and UN specialized agencies has expanded significantly, including UNESCO, UNICEF, the United Nations
Democracy Fund and the UN Security Council. The tremendous impact of NGOs on the actions and development of both governmental

and intergovernmental actors is analyzed in the article.
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In the realities of modern international relations, the states
have long gone beyond only interstate communication, and
the state itself has lost the role of an international actor as
a monopolist in the interstate interaction. The emergence
of new international actors indicates the formation of the
latest trends in world politics, which are based on the for-
mation and functioning of multifunctional interstate insti-
tutions that interact. International non-governmental or-
ganizations (INGOs) are emerging as new actors in inter-
national relations that realize the global goals of society in
political, economic, legal, social, cultural and other fields
and affect the dynamics of the development of the world
community.

The INGOs solve their tasks at the intergovernmental
level, where the international legal norms are created out-
side the traditional intergovernmental channels, in inde-
pendently founded arenas together with other non-govern-
mental organizations. However, INGOs can only perform
their functions under one condition - interaction and coop-
eration with other international actors (states and interna-
tional governmental organizations (1GO).

Among researchers, who paid attention to the problem
of the cooperation between non-governmental organiza-
tion’s and other international actors in the sphere of peace
and security Yu. Kozak, V. Kovalevska, A. Naumov and
others should be mentioned. At the same time, notwith-
standing the wide range of scholars who have paid atten-
tion to this aspect of the interaction of international actors,
today there is no single integrated approach to the identify-
ing the main ways of cooperation in conflict situations and
ensuring the safety of peoples in global political experi-
ence.

Therefore, the aim of the article is to determine the main
options for coordinating non-governmental organization’s
efforts with other international actors in the sphere of peace
and security.

Within the framework of consultative relations with in-
ternational intergovernmental organizations, INGOs par-
ticipate in the work of all organizations and institutes of the
UN system and other IGOs on almost equal rights with of-
ficial delegations of countries: they propose draft treaties
and conventions, participate in their discussion, providing
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expert, scientific, technical and other conclusions; control
their compliance after adoption, etc.

Therefore, in order to achieve the global goals of hu-
manity, INGOs are actively cooperating with [1GOs,
namely: the United Nations (UN), the World Bank (WB),
the World Trade Organization (WTQ), the International
Monetary Fund (IMF), the North Atlantic Treaty Organi-
zation (NATO), The Organization for Security and Coop-
eration in Europe (OSCE), the European Union (EU) and
many others. In cooperation with intergovernmental struc-
tures, INGOs are given exceptional opportunities on the
world stage. They may, for example, make important pro-
posals on the agenda of governmental organizations. As is
well known, many human rights issues have been raised at
the UN sessions on the initiative of the non-governmental
sector. Very active global NGOs cooperate with the struc-
tures of intergovernmental organizations in practical work.
First of all, this concerns the interaction of humanitarian
non-governmental organizations with relevant UN agen-
cies, in particular the United Nations Development Pro-
gram (UNDP), the United Nations Children's Fund
(UNICEF), the Office of the United Nations High Com-
missioner for Refugees and others [1, P.49-76].

Researchers Yu. Kozak and V. Kovalevskyi point out
that the cooperation between INGOs and 1GOs is carried
out in the following main areas:

— provision of the information on its activities and dis-
semination of the information received from intergovern-
mental organizations;

— providing advice on matters within their competence
to other organizations, community groups and individuals;

— participation in the law-making process, drafting of
the international agreements;

— monitor compliance with the international law, espe-
cially in the fields of human rights and the protection of the
environment;

— participation in the investigation of the violations of
international law;

— setting up the investigative commissions to inquire
the international crimes;

— attracting qualified experts from non-governmental
organizations to gather information, clarify positions,
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which allow to rely on public opinion when making deci-
sions [2, c. 341].

In recent years, the scope of contacts between the IN-
GOs and the UN has expanded considerably, which is no
longer limited to socio-economic issues but also political.
UN structures are interested in developing relations with
INGOs, as the work of UN specialized agencies in dealing
with numerous issues is multifaceted. The UN General As-
sembly has repeatedly called on the INGOs to assist with
its resolutions, to participate in certain UN activities, or to
assist in resolving any issue. The United Nations Depart-
ment of Global Communications is a kind of a platform for
establishing UN contacts with NGOs. Today it is about
1,500 NGOs, which represent and defend civil society in-
terests. For example, the well-known non-governmental
organization Oxfam America, which mainly cooperates
with the United Nations through Oxfam International, is
looking for solutions to problems related to the world's
poverty, hunger and social injustice issues by constantly
interacting with the United Nations [3].

Within the UN system, UNESCO has the largest amount
of cooperation with INGOs, since the charter of that insti-
tution states the need to involve INGOs to carry out tasks
relevant to their field of activity. The options for coordinat-
ing efforts in cooperation between INGOs and UNESCO
are: to hold international conferences, forums, interna-
tional grants and competitions that contribute to solving
global humanity problems, in particular in the security
field. This cooperation can also be achieved through the
participation of the INGO representatives in the work of
the advisory committees set up by the UNESCO General
Conference. In UNESCO, as in ECOSOR, there are certain
categories of advisory status for INGOs (A, B and C). To
be more precise, at present 344 non-governmental organi-
zations maintain “official” relations with UNESCO, and
almost 1200 NGOs cooperate with the organization on a
one-off basis [4]. In particular, looking at the list of INGOs
that cooperate with UNESCO, here are some of them:
ASSISTANCE to the INTEGRATION of DEMO-
BILIZED CHILD SOLDIERS (France);

SAVE the CHILDREN INTERNATIONAL (Great
Britain);

RELIGIONS for PEACE (USA);

PEACE and SPORT (Monaco);

ARAB INSTITUTE for HUMAN RIGHTS (Tuni-
sia) [5].

It is necessary to mention about the United Nations De-
mocracy Fund (UNDEF), which supports projects that pro-
mote the role of civil society, protect human rights, and en-
courage the participation of all social groups in democratic
processes. UNDEF projects are for two years, with project
grants ranging from $ 100,000 to $ 300,000 USA. The vast
majority are implemented by local NGOs in Africa, Asia,
Eastern Europe and Latin America, both in the transition
phase and in the consolidation phase of democratization.
The UNDEF also supports a number of large, regulatory
and policy-oriented global and regional projects. Thus,
UNDEF plays a special role in engaging with NGOs as rep-
resentatives of a democratic civil society. For example, in
Asia, the foundation has funded three projects that promote
the democratic rights of Asian youth [6].

UNICEF also actively cooperates with NGOs in its
work. In particular, UNICEF's official partners are a lot of
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NGOs such as: European Network of Ombudspersons for
Children (child protection); European Disability Forum
(protection of people with disabilities); European Institute
for Gender Equality (gender issues); European Women's
Lobby (gender issues); International Association «Step by
Step» (education, gender issues, early childhood develop-
ment) and others [7].

UN Member States are constantly developing close con-
tacts with NGOs. For example, on the issue of children and
military conflict. The UN Special Representative facilitates
direct contact between NGOs, dealing with child protec-
tion, and the UN Security Council, using the Aria formula
for children and armed conflict. At this time, this formula
is regularly applied in practice for the purpose of a direct
exchange of views on the eve of the annual open debate in
the Security Council on the protection of children in armed
conflict. In our view, it is now extremely important to fur-
ther deepen such interaction between UN Member States
and NGOs.

The Special Representative also set up a structure for
consultation with NGOs at the level of the United Nations
Central Institutions on Monitoring and Reporting, as well
as on all other aspects of the program of activities. This
NGO Advisory Group includes the following international
non-governmental organizations: «Child Soldiers»; «Ob-
servations: Children and Armed Conflict»; «Save the Chil-
dren»; «Human Rights Watch»; «International Crisis
Group»; «World Vision»; «The International Rescue Com-
mittee»; «Oxfam International»; «Caritas International»;
«International Center for Justice in Transition»; «Children
of War»; «International Movement for the Protection of
Children»; «International Center for Displaced Persons
Observation»; «Global Coalition for Protecting Schools
from Attacks» [8].

Today, the EU is a unique player on the world stage, as
it is active in the field of democracy and the promotion of
human rights, using all possible and accessible methods to
promote human rights, especially in the third world. This
initiative is part of the European Union's long-term support
for the promotion of democracy and human rights world-
wide, which is provided by the EU under a number of
mechanisms. One of such mechanisms is the European In-
strument for Democracy and Human Rights (EIDHR). It
was adopted by the European Parliament and the European
Council in March 2014 for the period 2014-2020, to pro-
vide financial support to actions aimed at strengthening de-
mocracy and human rights in non-EU countries. It has re-
placed this instrument and builds on previous programs,
namely the EIDHR 2007-2013 and the European Initiative
on Democracy and Human Rights 2000-2006.

The Council of Europe, with 47 member states and a
population of more than 800 million people, was founded
in 1949 to ensure that the events of World War 11 will never
happen again. The work of the Council of Europe is unique
in that it is based on the values of human rights, democracy
and the rule of law. It is the only organization in the world
where youth leaders make decisions on youth priorities,
programs and policies side by side with government repre-
sentatives. Based on the goals of the Council of Europe, the
European Youth Foundation (EYF) was founded in 1972,
which is now based at the Strasbourg European Youth Cen-
ter of the Council of Europe and plays an important role in
the work of the Council of Europe, as it aims to encourage
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cooperation between young people in Europe civil society
and political decision-making. For over 40 years, the EYF
has provided support and funding for youth activities that
promote human rights, democracy, tolerance and solidar-
ity. Currently, the EYF is a powerful partner for all youth
NGOs, as it provides young people with the opportunity to
voice political and democratic life, as well as the necessary
tools to function effectively in today's society [9].

The EYF provides four types of grants that are open to
different types of youth NGOs. The projects should be
aimed at: 1) strengthening peace and cooperation; 2) pro-
moting closer cooperation and mutual understanding be-
tween young people; 3) encouraging the exchange of infor-
mation; 4) promoting mutual assistance. They should also
be in line with the current priorities of the Council of Eu-
rope's youth sector [10].

A recent initiative in Europe is a partnership between
the Netherlands Helsinki Committee and the Council of
Europe to promote the creation of a network of NGOs
providing legal assistance to victims of trafficking and im-
proving early access for victims of trafficking in human be-
ings to legal assistance and judicial representation, as well
as access to justice in general [11].

When considering how NGOs interact with other inter-
national actors, it is worth mentioning that the National En-
dowment for Democracy (NED) is a privately owned, non-
profit, United States-based foundation that grows and
strengthens democratic institutions around the world. The
NED was created in the early 1980s, based on the idea that
US assistance in efforts to promote democracy abroad
would be beneficial to both the United States and those
struggling for freedom and self-government worldwide.
The NED annually allocates over 1600 grants to support
NGO projects abroad that work for democratic ends in
more than 90 countries. Grant amounts vary depending on
the size and scale of the projects, but the average grant lasts
12 months and is about $ 50,000. The NED only finances
non-governmental organizations, which may include civil
organizations, associations, independent media and other
similar organizations. The Fund encourages applications
from organizations working in diverse settings, including
in newly created democracies, semi-authoritarian coun-
tries, extremely repressive societies and countries experi-
encing democratic transformations [12].

Regarding the interaction of NGOs with the govern-
ments of the countries, it is appropriate to mention the
United States Agency for International Development
(USAID). President John Kennedy established the United
States Agency for International Development in 1961 to
manage the efforts of the United States Government on in-
ternational development and humanitarian action. Today,
USAID staff are working in more than 100 countries with
the same key goals that President Kennedy outlined 50
years ago - promoting US foreign policy interests in ex-
panding democracy and free markets, as well as in helping
people struggling to improve the quality of life, to those
recovering from a natural disaster or to those seeking to
live in a free and democratic country [13].
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The OSCE also works closely with NGOs, for example,
member-states of the OSCE have long accepted the posi-
tion that OSCE institutions should cooperate with non-gov-
ernmental organizations.

Thus, the Paris-based non-governmental organization
Comité Contre I'Esclavage Moderne (CCEM) and the
«AIRE Center» (Consultations on personal rights in Eu-
rope) provide counseling and assistance to victims of traf-
ficking in human beings, including representing victims in-
terests in the European Court of Human Rights or acting
through third parties [14].

In response to the challenges of the current migration
crisis, a network of NGOs «Missing Children Europe» has
organized a free hotline in Europe (by the number 116 000
in 32 European countries) and trains professionals, includ-
ing law enforcement officials, to solve problems concern-
ing the large number of missing children among migrants
in Europe. The recent initiatives to develop cooperation
with EU policy makers have included several conferences
and a photo exhibition organized in the European Parlia-
ment during the week of International Children's Missing
Day [15].

Another example of cooperation of NGOs with authori-
ties in other countries can be found in Turkey, where, in
cooperation with the British Embassy, a local NGO «The
Human Resources Development Fundy, has implemented
a training program to combat trafficking in human beings
for its counterparts in the provinces of Turkey, that is the
most dangerous because of the influx of Syrian refugees.
The main objective of this training is to transfer relevant
experience in combating trafficking in human beings to lo-
cal NGOs in order to reach refugee populations, particu-
larly women and children, in order to reduce the risk of
trafficking in human beings [11].

Conclusions. Thus, by analyzing the cooperation of
NGOs with some international actors, we can conclude that
the interaction of non-governmental organizations with
other international actors, in order to solve global problems
of civil society, provides many options for coordination of
their mutual efforts, in particular:
holding joint forums, conferences, seminars;
providing grants and awards to fund targeted
NGOs’ projects in specific areas of civil society;
participation as observers in sessions and meetings
of intergovernmental actors;
financing of innovative and pilot NGOs’ projects
both at the national and regional level.

Today, NGOs have a tremendous impact on the actions
and development of both governmental and intergovern-
mental actors, as they catalyze global change in civiliza-
tion, while expressing the views of world civil society. Col-
laboration with NGOs enables IGOs to form strategic part-
nerships; to increase the efficiency and effectiveness of or-
ganizations' programs and activities; to increase the impact
of programs and activities of organizations at global, re-
gional and national levels; to increase the efficiency of im-
plementing the normative acts of organizations and moni-
toring their application; to expand the scope of its activities
and to cover all sections of society; to increase the effec-
tiveness of 1GOs activities as a whole.

Abstract. This article is devoted to the study of the dynamics of early maladaptive schemas of teachers with different levels of work-
aholism. Nowadays, the problem of workaholism is particularly acute among educators due to the transition to distance education,
which leads to blurring the boundaries between everyday life and the working environment. Early maladaptive schemas formed in
childhood are the predictors of workaholism, and differ among subjects with low and high levels of workaholism. We used the «YSQ
— S3» questionnaire in the adaptation of M. Padun in order to diagnose early maladaptive schemas and the «Workaholism Scale»
questionnaire in the adaptation of 1. Onopchenko to study the levels of workaholism. We found differences in the manifestation of
five maladaptive schemas for subjects with low and high levels of workaholism: mistrust, dependence, undeveloped self, entitlement,
negativity.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of educational goal setting in senior school age. The authors state that at the age of 15-17 years
this phenomenon goes beyond educational tasks and functions in the form of determining educational prospects.
