The textbook is complied with the need of the effectiveness in teaching a foreign language as the non-professional subject.
The aim of the textbook is the formation of the reading skills of the students, the broadening their social and cultural competence, the formation of the skills of the independent processing of the material.
The material of the text-book is up-to-date, the tasks have the satisfactory didactic potential. The students study to analyse the information and choose the dominant idea. The educational and methodical textbook Foreign Language (English): a set of exercises for organizing studentsʼ home reading on the topic: Mark Twain «The Advantures of Tom Sawyer» contains a system of exercises aimed at checking studentsʼunderstanding of the content, practising and consolidating vocabulary, and promoting the development of speaking skills and creative abilities.

 Speaking exercises are aimed at bringing learning activities closer to real-life communication, developing and improving speech skills. Information exercises ensure comprehension and assimilation of language material. Operational exercises develop automaticity, turning them into skills. Motivational exercises develop language skills and improve them in communication. Speaking exercises are aimed at developing studentsʼ skills in mobilising the acquired language material for the purpose of language communication.
Vocabulary exercises contribute to mastering the vocabulary units defined by the programme, the development of lexical skills. These exercises activate studentsʼ activities, enrich their vocabulary, foster attention to the word, its meaning and use, and develop logical thinking.
The lexical and grammatical exercises are used to master grammar knowledge and review the theoretical information on the vocabulary, enrich the vocabulary, and develop studentsʼ speech. The grammatical material of the textbook is organised according to the systemic and structural principle, which ensures revision of the learnt material with its gradual expansion and deepening in accordance with the communicative needs of the students.

Tests are a tool for controlling the mastering of the material as a whole. They allow to determine the degree and level of understanding of the material studied by the students in the chapters, to identify the level of their knowledge, skills and abilities.

The modern requirements of foreign language teaching methods were takіng into account while designing the exercises. The aim of the textbook is to develop a systematic approach to vocabulary and language in general.


The complied educational textbook purposes working out the systematic approach in students’ studying vocabulary and the language itself. The textbook, by the acquaintance of the students with the corresponding lexical units, facilitates the stimulation of the recognizing interests, the formation of сommunication skills of the foreign language in the process of absorbing the information, and also the broadening the cultural outlook of the students and the complex realization of the aims of teaching English.

             TEXT 1. MARK TWAIN

The real name of the writer Mark Twain is Samuel Clemens. The famous American writer and public figure, the future classic of American literature was born on November 30, 1835 in the village of Florida, Missouri.

His parents (Jane and John Clemens) were immigrants from England, they did not have much wealth and because of that they were forced to move from place to place. When Samuel was four years old, his family moved to the city of Hannibal. The city had a port on the Mississippi River. Both the town of Hannibal and the Mississippi River held a special place in the boyʼs heart. Memories of that time became the basis for many of his works.

Samuelʼs father died when the boy was 12 years old. Therefore, he was forced to leave school and start working and helping his mother support the family. In addition to Sam, there were three more children in the family – two boys and a girl. After the death of his father, the head of the family became the elder brother of Sam –Orіоn. It was he, who opened the family business and started publishing a newspaper. Samuel also worked in the publishing house, first as a typist, and then as a journalist. Carrying out editorial tasks, he travelled around the country. He visited St. Louis and New York. 
After working for a while for his brother, Samuel decides to change his activity and becomes a pilot on a steamship. He liked the work, but the civil war led to the disappearance of private shipping.
         Samuel was forced to look for work again. In July 1861, he went away from the war to the west, where silver was being mined at that time. The young man worked for a whole year in a silver mine. He also continued to write short stories. Later, Samuel decided to return to journalism and got a job at a newspaper in Virginia.

Samuel Clemens began writing under the pseudonym Mark Twain. He chose this pseudonym not by chance. Mark Twain in English means measure two, i.e. 3.6 m, which shows that the minimum depth suitable for the passage of ships has been reached.

In 1864, Samuel Clemens (Mark Twain) moved to San Francisco. There he started working in several newspapers at once. Mark Twain actively engaged in self-education. He spent a lot of time in the library. Twain published his first humorous story in 1865. It was recognized as the best humorous story. Twain spent the entire next year on business trips. He handled newspaper editorial assignments and lectured throughout the state.

In 1867, Twain travelled abroad for the first time. He visited Europe and the Middle East.  Mark Twain published a book of simpletons abroad.  In fact, these were travel notes. The book was wildly successful and brought him popularity.

In 1870, the writer married Olivia Langdon. At this time, he began to teach at universities in the USA and England. Twain was a great orator and his lectures were incredibly popular. Then he began writing sharp satire and sharply criticizing American society and politicians. This was especially evident in the collection of life on the Mississippi.

In 1876, the work «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» was published, which brought the writer world recognition. This book was the first typewritten manuscript. The writer himself did not work on it. His assistant typed the text.

Soon, Mark Twain published the novel «The Prince and the Pauper», which only increased his popularity.  In 1884, the famous writer founded a publishing company. 


The book, which was a continuation of the story of Tom Sawyer, «The Аdventure of Huckleberry Finn» was already published by his own publishing house. The publishing company worked until the economic crisis of 1893-1894. The writer's business could not withstand a severe blow and went bankrupt.

Back in 1891, Mark Twain was forced to move to Europe in order to save money. There he wrote the books «Tom Sawyer Abroad» and «Tom Sawyer, Detective». But they did not have much success. He was able to pay off his debts only in 1898 thanks to the help of a close friend – the oil magnate Henry Rogers. Later, under Twainʼs influence, Rogers became a philanthropist and philanthropist. He organized several charitable foundations, which sponsored educational programs for African Americans and children with disabilities. In total, the artist created 43 books, each of which was declared a national treasure of the United States of America.

In addition to literature, Mark Twain was fascinated by science. The writer was friends with Nikola Tesla and often visited his laboratory. He loved cats very much. There were as many as 32 of them in his house. Mark Twain also followed a certain style in clothes. All his life he wore only white suits. There were more than two dozen of them in the writerʼs wardrobe.  Mark Twainʼs image was complemented by a white hat and red socks.

The last years of the writer were very difficult. He survived the loss of three of his four children. His wife Olivia, with whom he lived for 20 years, died. After heavy losses, the writer was depressed. He died on April 21, 1910 from an attack of angina pectoris.

It is interesting that the writer was born in the year when Halleyʼs comet flew by our planet. This fact was very important for him. A year before his death, he said: «I came into this world with Halleyʼs comet and will leave with it».  And so it happened.

After his death, Mark Twain transcended the ordinary fame. He becаme an icon of American culture and humor all over the world.
TEXT 2. ABOUT «THE ADVANTURES OF TOM SAWYER»  

«The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» is a novel by Mark Twain. The work tells about the adventures of a boy named Tom Sawyer from the town of St. Petersburg (reminiscent of the town of Hannibal, where the author grew up) in the south of the United States. The events of the novel take place on the eve of the Civil War in the United States. 
People of different nationalities, cultures and religions live in the United States of America. Once upon a time, they left their native homes and went to North America to seek a better fate. Building a state on a new continent was not easy, as two hundred years ago there were wars and a fierce struggle for dominance. 
During the long struggle and fierce civil wars, the USA finally got rid of slavery, people of different cultures and traditions learned to live together, build their state and be proud of it.

Since the United States of America was built by people from different parts of the world, they tried to create a society of equal opportunities, where everyone could become strong, rich, famous, find themselves and make their way through their intelligence and talent. Among them is Mark Twain. This funny man created a book about children. Who does not dream of living on a deserted island without adults for at least a day? Wouldnʼt you like to become a noble robber?  Who is not attracted by games, mysteries and adventures, who does not dream of a treasure? Creating the artistic world of «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer», Mark Twain filled it with a huge number of mysteries, secrets and adventures.

The author tells the reader that brothers Tom and Sid Sawyer live in a small American town. This boy is obedient. Tom is his complete opposite. Residents of the town consider Tom a brawler and lazy. But Tom is just bored. At school, the teacher is dozing in a chair, tired from the heat. On weekends, you have to get up early again, wash, dress cleanly, go to Sunday school. It is necessary to learn religious verses to go to church. Tom doesnʼt know where to go. He reads many books. He wants to live as the heroes of his favorite works live. Grayness and hopelessness generate more and more new inventions in Tomʼs imagination.

Not only children, but also adults lived a dull gray life in the town. Grayness and falsity in the relations between the inhabitants of the town bored Tom Sawyer. The desire to hide away from sleepy streets and no less sleepy people led Tom and his friend Huck Finn to country caves and a deserted island. Huck was not the kind of boy that decent townspeople allowed children to associate with. But Tom didnʼt care. Only with Huck did he feel simple and unforced.

Tom and Huckʼs life is full of adventures. Sometimes these adventures find them themselves. Children have to make a choice – risk themselves and save an innocent person, or cowardly remain silent, be confused, cry and wait for help, or desperately looking for a way out and finding it.

The theme of the novel is the image of two boys – Tom Sawyer and his friend Huck Finn. The main idea of ​​the work is friendship, love, humanity, which became the impetus for their friendship. Why did this friendship come about? Friendship was born on the basis of the fact that the boys had a lot in common. Although, on the other hand, many things should separate them. 
The author consistently expresses his opinion about the importance of friendship, mercy, compassion, and understanding. Along with the feeling of friendship, the feeling of love coexists. Mark Twain taught children a sense of love and respect for others, gave them the opportunity to feel comfort and joy from communication, tried to instill in readers a desire to show attention and respect to loved ones, to do good, to bring beauty to the world with their thoughts and actions, despite different life circumstances.


The image of the main character of Tom Sawyerʼs work can be interpreted in different ways. There are two polar views on Tom Sawyer:

First of all, Tom Sawyer is a shameless, cunning brawler, an inventor, a fool, an ignoramus. Tom – can bring Aunt Polly, his cousin Sid, to tears. He does not like Sid because he is a calm, obedient boy, with whom Tom is sad and bored. Despite Aunt Pollyʼs ban, Tom befriends a romantic tramp, the son of a local drunkard, Huckleberry Finn.

Tom doesnʼt listen to his aunt. Instead of going to school and studying hard, Tom runs away to the river to swim, play, and sunbathe. He steals the jam and blames it on Sid. He does not want to go to Sunday school, teach lessons, help at home. He even cut the sideboard in the kitchen with the knife that Mary had given him.

At school, Tom is also not one of the best students. Because instead of listening carefully to the teacher, memorizing the material, Tom Sawyer talks to his friend Joe Harper, spins, laughs. And once he even brought a tick to school. Turns out he traded it to Huck, brought it to class and started playing with it with Joe. The teacher saw this and mercilessly punished Tom as a violator of discipline, for nothing. And Tom deceives the teacher, Aunt Polly.

Secondly, Tom Sawyer is a reliable friend, honest, decent, brave, noble.

Tom is a brave boy, he has a noble heart. This is very evident in court when Muff Potter is tried for the graveyard murder. All the evidence points against the drunkard. After all, Muff ʼs knife was found near the dead Dr. Robinson, it was seen not far from the scene of the crime. And then they invited another witness to the courtroom – Thomas Sawyer. And Tom told everything he saw: how Indian Joe killed the doctor with a knife, Muff Potter, how he then inserted this knife into the unconscious Potterʼs hand. And when he came to his senses, the Indian said that it was Muff, who killed the unfortunate doctor. Muff believed, he was arrested and is now on trial. But Tom and Huck, who took an oath of silence about what they saw, decided to tell about it in order to save an innocent person. The boys were very afraid of the half-breed, but they simply did not find another way out. So, Tom shows great courage, shows the nobility of his soul, saving the life of innocent Muff Potter.
      
Consider the episode, which tells about the adventures of Tom and Becky Thatcher in the cave. The children got lost, and if it werenʼt for Tom, it is not known how this adventure would have ended. At first, Tom and Becky were just playing, but when they realized that they were lost, the girl got scared. Tom was also scared, but tried not to show it to his friend. Tom was even more frightened by Indian Joe, who was also in this cave. But the boy managed to pull himself together and calm Becky down. We see his noble heart when he gives a piece of his pie to the girl, comforting her. Thanks to the cleverness and prudence of Tom, the children escaped from the caves. Because Tom found a way out with a ball of fine yarn.
So, the character of the hero is dominated by the positive, because he is an ordinary person, with good character traits and flaws
       The novel «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» was first published in June 1876 by the publishing house «Chatto and Windus» (England). The book was published on June 10, and already on June 24, a review appeared in the Anteneum magazine. In December 1876, the American Publishing Company published the first illustrated edition of the novel with drawings by True Williams. Mark Twain, like other American authors, preferred the first edition of his works in Great Britain, which provided the opportunity to obtain copyright in the British Empire. The difference between the British and American editions became greater than the author himself wanted, and this led to the distribution of pirated copies of the book. In July 1876, a pirated version appeared in Canada, which was purchased by a large number of American readers, which Twain believed caused him great losses.

The first Ukrainian edition of the novel «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» was published in 1906 in Lviv and was translated by Yulian Pankevich in the Western Ukrainian language standard of that time. The following Ukrainian versions were translated by Maria Zahirnaya (1907), Nastya Grinchenko (1908), Volodymyr Mitrofanov (1954). Among the modern translators of the work: L. Krasavitska,                    S. G. Fesenko, Yu. Koretsky, etc.

Regarding the screen adaptation of the work.   The film was shot at the Odesa Film Studio in 1981, as well as the German version of 2011.                              

    
 In his autobiography, Twain noted that the novel «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» was his first book, actually his first attempt to write a novel. Previously, the writer wrote two books with autobiographical elements («The Innocents Abroad or The New Pilgrimsʼ Progress», «Empty man») and two short essays that parodied in a satirical light the teenage literature of the time – « The Story of the Good Boy» and «The Story of the Wicked Little Boy». The first story is about a model child who never got to be honored and died after giving his carefully prepared last words. At the same time, the second story tells about a little brat boy who lies and steals, but how Tom Sawyer eventually becomes rich and happy. Tom himself is a combination of these two boys, as he is both a hangman and a boy endowed with such a character trait as generosity.

The writer lived in a large house in Hartford, Connecticut, but needed another successful book to support himself, his wife, and his two daughters. Twain started work on «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer». In 1874, the book «The Gilded Age» was published in co-authorship with Charles Dudley Warner.

Mark Twain previously wrote an unpublished memoir about his life in Mississippi. Exchanging letters with his childhood friend Will Bowen, the writer also recalled many episodes from his childhood and used them as a source for the book.

In June 1863, Twain met a San Francisco fireman, after whom the writer named his character. The real Tom Sawyer is a local hero who saved 90 passengers after a shipwreck. When Mark Twain lived in San Francisco for three years, they maintained a friendly relationship, often drinking and playing cards together.

In the novel «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» the lives of the boys are told from the third person; sometimes there are comments with social criticism. In the sequel – «The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn» – the story is told in the first person, so the moral issues are more personal, which makes the social criticism as sharp as possible. The next two books, «Tom Sawyer Abroad» and «Tom Sawyer, Detective», also narrated in the first person on behalf of Huckleberry Finn.

The book «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» was read by everyone – children and adults, it was translated into almost all languages ​​of the world. «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» was such a success that in 1884 he wrote «The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn», followed by «Tom Sawyer Abroad» and «Tom Sawyer, Detective», published in 1896. Mark Twain wrote many other books, but the novels about Tom Sawyer and Huckleberry Finn brought him worldwide popularity.

The novel sparked heated debate over the racist epithet «Negro» used in the book; the substitution of unwanted words caused outrage among some literary critics. 

      
The novel is also criticized for its caricature of the indigenous population America – Indians, who were embodied in the book by a character named Joe. Mark Twain portrays him as the most glorious man who dies in a miserable and desperate way, and the place of his death in a cave becomes a tourist attraction of the town. Literary critic Revard Carter suggests that the adult characters in the book believe that the characterʼs Native American blood is the reason for his vicious life.

The main ideas of the novel «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» are friendship, love, humanity. Despite the various circumstances of life, we must not forget to care for the people around us and treat them with understanding. 

At one time, Zh.-Zh. Rousseau observed: «Nature wants children to be children before they become adults.» Childhood is the best time in a personʼs life. This is laughter, joy, fun, mischief. It will never return. And well, when there are memories, we have memories of a bright, unique and happy childhood. Sometimes it seems to children that their life is difficult, full of all kinds of annoyances, for example, it is necessary to sit in classes and complete assignments. Behave politely, work, etc. And when children become adults, they understand the complexity of adult life.

«We all come from childhood.» This saying reminds adults of their childhood experiences, joys and sorrows. Apparently, everyone wants their childhood to always be bright, carefree, fun and interesting.  Childhood is the most wonderful time in a person's life. Because it is in childhood that we meet real, faithful friends for life. And Mark Twain reminds us of this with his work.
Every person was once a child. And, apparently, they brawled, chased the ball, were afraid of the dark. But, growing up, people forget about their childhood, become respectable, boring and grumpy adults. And then childhood leaves them forever. Unfortunately. But some wise adults, mostly writers, leave their memories of their distant childhood in the form of interesting books. Well, we, reading them, learn what the country of their childhood was like.

«Childhood hymn, translated into prose,»  the writer called his work. Literary criticism claims that M. Twainʼs novel embodies elements from his autobiography. Yes, there really was an uninhabited island not far from Hannibal, where M. Twain and his friends fled from the «civilization» of adults. As a child, M. Twain and his friends also liked to hide in caves. Once he even got lost with his school friend and almost died.Under the name of Aunt Polly, Mark Twain portrayed his mother. Under the name Becky, the author portrayed his school friend Laura Hawkins. Tom Sawyer and Heck Finn are not fiction either. The author himself became the prototype of Tom, and Tom Blankenship was a local vagabond. Mark Twain also attended Sunday school at the temple. As a child, the author also tested medicines on a cat. He terrified his mother by bringing home snakes and bats.

In the preface to the work, the author wrote: «Most of the adventures described in this book actually happened: some – with myself, others – with my school friends. Huck Finn is drawn from life, and so is Tom Sawyer, but he is not a single character, because he combines the characteristics of three boys I knew, and therefore belongs to a mixed architectural style.  The strange superstitions mentioned hereafter were very common among children and negroes in the West in those days, which are mentioned in this story, that is, thirty or forty years ago.                                                                                                                             

        Although my book is written primarily for the entertainment of boys and girls, I hope that it will be read with pleasure by adult men and women, because I would like to evoke in them pleasant memories of how they themselves once were, how they felt, thought and talked and what amazing stories they sometimes got into.»
          The book «The Adventures of Tom Sawyer» is about cleverness, about life and problems with adults, about childrenʼs freedom, about school, about true friendship, about crimes and punishments, about first kisses, dangerous wanderings and treasure hunts.

Mark Twain had an unusual biography and a strange name. «I was born with Halleyʼs comet. God must have decided: here are two strange, inexplicable phenomena,» only self-confident and mocking Mark Twain, a writer who became a legend during his lifetime, could say this about himself, Halleyʼs Comet and God.

For many years, not only for the United States, but also for the whole world, Mark Twain was a symbol of success, the embodiment of the cherished American dream. Witnesses claimed that tourists from all over the world came to the United States just to see two wonders: Niagara Falls and the writer Mark Twain. The writer had a funny house: for one third it was a steamship, for another third – a cathedral, and the rest – a clock with a cuckoo.

He liked to sit on the «deck» and remember his childhood years, dream about something, and, of course, embody all this in his masterpieces.

5. Tom appeared on the sidewalk with a bucket of whitewash and a short-handled brush. He surveyed the fence, and all gladness left him and a deep melancholy settled down upon his spirit. Thirty yards of board fence ten feet high.
 
6. She was so overcome by the splendor of his achievement that she took him into the closet and selected a choice pear and delivered it to him, along with an improving lecture upon the added value and flavor a treat took to itself when it came without sin through virtuous effort. And while she closed with a happy Scriptural flourish, he «hooked» a nut. 

7. Presently she stepped into the kitchen, and Sid, happy in his immunity, reached for the sugar-bowl – a sort of glorying over Tom which was wellnigh unbearable. But Sid’s fingers slipped and the bowl dropped and broke. Tom was in ecstasies. In such ecstasies that he even controlled his tongue and was silent. 

8. Not long after, as Tom, all undressed for bed, was surveying his drenched garments by the light of a tallow dip, Sid woke up; but if he had any dim idea of making any «references to allusions,» he thought better of it and held his peace, for there was danger in Tom’s eye. 

9. At the end of an hour Tom had a vague general idea of his lesson, but no more, for his mind was traversing the whole field of human thought, and his hands were busy with distracting recreations. Mary took his book to hear him recite, and he tried to find his way through the mist.
10. Mary gave him a brand-new «Barlow» knife worth twelve cents; and the convulsion of delight that swept his system shook him to his foundations. 
11. Then Mary got out a suit of his clothing that had been used only on Sundays during three years – they were simply called his «other clothes» – and so by that we know the size of his wardrobe. 
12.  However, they worried through, and each got his reward – in small green tickets, each with a passage of Scripture on it; each green ticket was pay for two verses of the recitation. Ten green tickets equalled a red one, and could be exchanged for it; ten red tickets equalled a yellow one; for ten yellow tickets the superintendent gave a very plainly bound Bible (worth forty cents in those easy times) to the pupil.
13. It is possible that Tom’s mental stomach had never really hungered for one of those prizes, but unquestionably his entire being had for many a day longed for the glory and the eclat that came with it.
14. A good part of the whispering had been occasioned by an event which was more or less rare – the entrance of visitors: lawyer Thatcher, accompanied by a very feeble and aged man; a fine, portly, middle-aged gentleman with iron-gray hair; and a dignified lady who was doubtless the latter’s daughter. 
15. Amy Lawrence was shy and witty, and she tried to make Tom see it in her face – but he wouldn’t look. She wondered; then she was just a grain troubled; next a dim suspicion came and went – came again; she watched; a furtive glance told her worlds – and then her heart broke, and she was jealous, and angry, and the tears came and she hated everybody. Tom most of all (she thought).
16. The minister gave out the hymn, and read it through with a relish, in a peculiar style which was much admired in that part of the town. His voice began on a medium key and climbed steadily up till it reached a certain point, where it bore with strong emphasis upon the topmost word and then plunged down as if from a spring-board:
17. The minister gave out his book and droned along monotonously through an argument that was so prosy that many a head by and by began to nod—and yet it was an argument that dealt in limitless fire and brimstone and thinned the predestined elect down to a company so small as to be hardly worth the saving.
18. At last the frantic sufferer sheered from its course, and sprang into its master’s lap; he flung it out of the door, and the voice of distress quickly thinned away and died in the distance.
19. Shortly Tom came upon the juvenile pariah of the village, Huckleberry Finn, son of the town lawyer. Huckleberry was cordially hated and dreaded by all the men of the town, because he was idle and lawless and vulgar and bad—and because all their children admired him so, and delighted in his forbidden society, and wished they dared to be like his father.
20. «Why, you take your cat and go and get in the garden ’long about midnight when somebody that was wicked has been buried; and when it’s midnight a devil will come, or maybe two or three, but you can’t see ’em, you can only hear something like the rain, or maybe hear ’em talk; and when they’re taking that feller away, you heave your cat after ’em and say, «Devil follow corpse, cat follow devil, warts follow cat, I’m done with ye!’ That’ll fetch any wart.»
21. Tom was about to take refuge in a lie, when he saw two long tails of brown hair hanging down a back that he recognized by the electric sympathy of love; and by that form was the only vacant place on the girls’ side of the school-house.
 22. Now the boy began to draw something on the slate, hiding his work with his right hand. For a time the girl refused to notice; but her human curiosity presently began to manifest itself by hardly perceptible signs. The boy worked on, apparently unconscious. The girl made a sort of non-committal attempt to draw, but the boy did not betray that he was aware of it. At last she gave in and hesitatingly said.

23. Just at this juncture the boy felt a slow, fateful grip closing on his ear, and a steady lifting impulse. In that wise he was borne across the house and deposited in his own seat, under a peppering fire of giggles from the whole pupils. Then the master stood over him during a few awful moments, and finally moved away to his throne without saying a word. But although Tom’s ear tingled, his heart was jubilant.

Then his pride was up, and he strode away and went outside. He stood about, restless and easy, for a while, glancing at the door, every now and then, hoping she would repent and come to find him. But she did not. Then he began to feel badly and fear that he was in the wrong.

Tom personifies the safety and wonderful world of childhood in the middle of the 19th century. His best friends are Joe Harper and Huckleberry Finn. Their actions and deeds embody the best moral qualities: rejection of evil, meanness, injustice.
Courage, ingenuity, cheerfulness of spirit help Tom to get out of a seemingly hopeless situation (when he and Becky got lost in a cave). Tom often imagines himself as the hero of adventure books, he himself makes his life bright, full of risks and dangers, sometimes not invented, but real. Tom's favorite hero is the legendary Robin Hood, a noble robber, a defender of ordinary people.
2. Huckleberry Finn is Tom's inseparable friend. The father, a local drunkard, does not raise his son. The street became his teacher. Unhappy and lonely Huck recognizes the authority of Tom, consults with him in everything. They come up with various pranks together. Together they witnessed a murder, and then together they found money in a cave.

«All the mothers in the town hated Huckleberry and at the same time feared him, because he was a lazy, bad, ill-mannered boy who did not recognize any laws. And also because all the children envied him, were delighted with him and tried to imitate him in everything.»

«Huckleberry used to dress in adult clothes; his clothes at any time of the year bloomed with multi-colored spots and hung in rags. His glasses were a complete ruin of huge dimensions, a large piece in the shape of a crescent moon had been removed from its rat, his jacket, on the rare days when he wore it, reached up to his heels, and the back buttons were well below the back, and the trousers hung on one suspender, and hung down behind with a huge empty bag, and slapped the mud below when he forgot to turn them up»
Huckleberry was a free bird; wandered where he pleased. In good weather, he spent the night somewhere on someone else's porch, and in rainy weather – in empty tubs, he did not have to go to school or church, he had no one to obey, there was no master over him. He could fish or swim whenever and wherever he liked, and sit in the water as long as he liked. 
No one forbade him to fight. He went to bed when he wanted. In the spring, he was the first of all the boys to start walking barefoot, and in the fall he was the last to put on shoes, he didnʼt have to wash or wear clean clothes, and he knew how to swear surprisingly well. In a word, this boy had everything that gives value to life... Thatʼs what all the tortured, shackled, «well-bred» boys from «decent families» in the town thought.
«Tom, like all boys from respectable families, was jealous of Huckleberryʼs free and carefree life and, although he was strictly forbidden to associate with that vagabond, he did not miss any opportunity to be with him.» Together with Huck Finn, Tom is looking for adventure. One night he ran away from home to find treasures. And the boys found them. But it turned out that, although they so dreamed of gold and diamonds, wealth meant nothing to them. Huck says: «...being rich is not such a joy.» He, like Tom, appreciates the real values ​​of life, which money cannot buy: «No, Tom, I don't want to be rich and I don't want to live in those devilish stuffy houses. I like it in the forest, on the river, in these barrels – and I'm not going anywhere from here!»  
Tom and Huck are real adventurers, they get into the most ridiculous situations thanks to their unbridled curiosity. At the same time, Tom and Huck are loyal friends. And friendship can be like a flower, a star, a sunbeam, a candle, a smile. Indeed, because a person who has friends shines, radiates light, gives warmth, is always smiling and is capable of all kinds of trials for the sake of friendship.
Tom and Huck showed true courage in the face of injustice, when Potter sat in prison and waited for the gallows, and the real killer Joe walked free. At the trial, Tom told how it really was, although he was very scared, «his tongue was stuck in his mouth» – because Indian Joe could take revenge.
The boys are not similar in appearance, they have different characters, they grew up in different conditions and received different upbringing. However, in many situations, they proved their loyalty to each other, their willingness to take risks for the sake of the other. Both were sincere, were not afraid to show their character, bravely accepted any challenges, looked at everything joyfully and optimistically. So we can call them true friends.

In 1926, in the writer's native town, Hannibal, a monument was opened to the world-famous friends-beshketniks – Tom Sawyer and Huckleberry Finn. Sculptor             F. Hibbard. The idea of ​​the author of this monument was to embody the idea of ​​M. Twain's novel in a sculptural image of the heroes: two barefoot boys in torn pants are merrily walking towards adventure. Huck holds a dead cat by the tail, slung over his shoulder.
This is the exact symbol of a joyful and imaginative childhood. 
3. Becky Thatcher is a little beauty. Kind and romantic, enthusiastic and intelligent. «А charming creature with blue eyes, golden hair braided into two long braids, in a white summer dress and lace breeches» – this is how the daughter of the district judge appeared before Tom and the readers.
She is a spoiled and capricious, but at the same time emotional and vulnerable girl. She sincerely experienced the first quarrel with Tom and even got sick. Tom really fell in love with Becky Thatcher, he was worried when she fell seriously ill after a quarrel with him. Tom loves his aunt, and he would be glad not to upset her, but it's like a demon is sitting inside him, which pushes him to make up and mischief.
In the image of Tom, Mark Twain asserted his love for freedom, for people, for all that is pure and bright in man, for common sense, and fought against superstitions and a stagnant way of life. He glorified a living person (child) with its positive and negative qualities, contrasting Tom and his friends with the «mannequins» of contemporary American literature. After all, his characters are real, taken from life.
Aunt Polly is the sister of Tomʼs late mother. He wears glasses because of fashion, although he canʼt see well because of them. A kind, sympathetic woman, but who tries to be strict. If she decides to punish Tom, it is only because she believes that she is ruining her nephew with her softness. She tried to raise Tom decent and honest, took care of him with great love.

Auntie really worried and mourned for Tom when everyone thought the boys had drowned. Ѕhe considered herself a great diplomat, capable of the subtlest and wisest tricks. Glasses were her formal attire, the pride of her heart, and they were worn for beauty, not for ordinary needs; she could look with the same success through furnace shutters. «Every time I let him go, my conscience torments me; and every time I hit him, pity tears my old heart. … But tomorrow I will have to punish him – put him in prison for hard labor. Itʼs cruel to make him work when all the boys have a holiday, but you canʼt do anything: he hates work more than anything in the world, and I have to do my duty someday, because otherwise Iʼll lose the child.»

Widow Douglas is a good woman from high society. She decided to adopt and raise Huckleberry Finn. But Huck, accustomed to freedom and poverty, found the conventions of etiquette intolerable. He wanted to live as before.

Душу хлопчика охопила меланхолія; його почуття були в щасливій згоді з його оточенням. Він довго сидів, поклавши лікті на коліна та підхопивши підборіддя руками, розмірковуючи


11. Того вечора о пів на десяту Тома й Сіда, як завжди, відправили спати. Вони помолилися, і Сід незабаром заснув. Том лежав без сну й чекав у неспокійному нетерпінні. Коли йому здалося, що наближається світанок, він почув, як годинник пробив десять! Це був відчай. Він би метався й метушився, як вимагали його нерви, але боявся, що може розбудити Сіда. Тож він лежав нерухомо й дивився в темряву. Все було жахливо нерухомо. Мало-помалу з тиші почали виділятися дрібні, ледве помітні звуки. Цокання годинника стало помітно. Старі балки почали загадково тріщати. Сходи ледве чутно скрипнули. Очевидно духи були за кордоном. З кімнати тітоньки Поллі долинуло розмірене, приглушене хропіння. І ось почалося стомлююче цвірінькання цвіркуна, яке ніяка людська кмітливість не могла знайти. Далі моторошне цокання годинника смерті на стіні біля узголів’я ліжка змусило Тома здригнутися – це означало, що чиїсь дні полічені.

12. Двоє хлопців летіли далі й далі, до села, онімілі від жаху. Час від часу вони з побоюванням оглядалися через плечі, ніби боялися, що за ними можуть стежити. Кожен пеньок, що траплявся на їхньому шляху, здавався людиною й ворогом і змушував перехоплювати дух; і коли вони мчали повз якісь віддалені котеджі, що лежали поблизу села, гавкіт збуджених сторожових собак, здавалося, окрилив їхні ноги.


13.  Біля вбитого було знайдено закривавлений ніж, і хтось упізнав, що він належить Маффу Поттеру – так звучала історія. І було сказано, що якийсь запізнілий громадянин натрапив на Поттера, який мився у «філії» близько першої чи другої години ночі, і що Поттер одразу ж втік – підозрілі обставини, особливо миття, яке не було звичкою. з Поттером. Також було сказано, що в пошуках цього «вбивці» (громадськість не поспішає відшукувати докази і виносити вирок) місто розграбували, але знайти його не вдалося. Вершники роз'їхалися по всіх дорогах у всіх напрямках, і шериф «був упевнений», що його схоплять до ночі.
14. Однією з причин, чому Томів розум відійшов від своїх таємних проблем, було те, що він знайшов нову й важливу справу, якою міг би зацікавитися. Беккі Тетчер перестала приходити до школи. Кілька днів Том боровся зі своєю гордістю і намагався «свистнути з нею», але не вдалось. Він почав тинятися ночами біля будинку її батька і почуватися дуже жалюгідно. Вона була хвора. Що якби вона померла! У думках було відволікання. Він більше не цікавився ні війною, ні навіть піратством. Зникла чарівність життя; не залишилося нічого, крім сну. Він відклав свій обруч і свою биту; у них уже не було радості. Його тітка була стурбована. Вона почала випробовувати на ньому всілякі ліки. Вона була однією з тих людей, які захоплюються патентованими ліками та всіма новомодними методами оздоровлення чи його поправки. Вона була затятим експериментатором у цих речах.


15. Тепер Том вирішив. Він був похмурий і зневірений. За його словами, він був покинутим хлопцем без друзів; його ніхто не любив; як дізнаються, до чого його довели, то, може, й пошкодують; він намагався чинити правильно і ладити, але йому не дозволяли; оскільки нічого не допоможе їм, крім як позбутися його, нехай буде так; і нехай вони звинувачують його в наслідках – чому б і ні? Яке право мав бездружний скаржитися? Так, вони зрештою змусили його до цього: він вестиме злочинне життя. Вибору не було.


На той час він був далеко на Медоу-Лейн, і дзвінок для школи, який треба було «взяти», ледь помітно задзвенів біля його вуха. Тепер він схлипував, думаючи, що ніколи, ніколи більше не почує цього старого знайомого звуку – це було дуже важко, але він був змушений; оскільки він був вигнаний у холодний світ, він повинен підкоритися, але він пробачив їх. Потім різко й швидко пролунали ридання.


16. Коли Том прокинувся вранці, він задумався, де він. Він сів, протер очі й озирнувся. Тоді він зрозумів. Був прохолодний сірий світанок, і в глибокому всепроникному спокої та тиші лісу було чудове відчуття спокою та миру. Жоден листок не ворухнувся; жоден звук не заважав великій медитації природи. На листках і травах стояли краплинки роси. Білий шар попелу вкривав багаття, і тонкий синій димок піднімався просто в повітря. Джо та Гек ще спали.


Зараз, далеко в лісі, обізвався птах; відповів інший; зараз почувся стукіт дятла. Поступово біліла прохолодна тьмяна сірість ранку, і так само поступово множилися звуки і виявлялося життя.


17. Через кілька хвилин Том був у мілководді біля бару, йдучи вбрід до берега Іллінойсу. Перш ніж глибина досягла середини, він був наполовину; тепер течія не дозволяла більше йти вбрід, тож він впевнено вирушив, щоб проплисти решту ста ярдів. Він поплив угору за течією, але все одно його понесло вниз набагато швидше, ніж він очікував. Але нарешті він дістався берега і поплив, доки не знайшов низьке місце й не вибрався. Він поклав руку на кишеню піджака, знайшов свій шматок кори в безпеці, а потім вдарив по лісі, слідуючи берегу, з потоковим одягом. Незадовго до десятої він вийшов на відкритий майданчик навпроти села і побачив пором, що лежав у тіні дерев і високого берега. Під мерехтінням зірок усе стихло. Він поповз берегом, дивлячись усіма очима, ковзнув у воду, проплив три-чотири гребки й забрався на човновий катер, який виконував обов’язки «явки» на кормі човна. Він ліг під валиками й чекав, важко дихаючи.


18. Після сніданку вони вигукували й гарцювали на барі, ганялися один за одним, скидаючи одяг, поки не роздяглися, а потім продовжили веселощі далеко вгорі по мілководдю бару, проти жорсткої течії. , які останні час від часу підбивали ноги з-під них і значно додавали веселощів. Час від часу вони нахилялися групою й бризкали долонями в обличчя один одному, поступово наближаючись один до одного, відводячи обличчя, щоб уникнути задушливих бризок, і, нарешті, хапалися й борсалися, доки кум не кинув свого сусіда, а потім вони усі занурювалися в клубок білих ніг і рук і піднімалися, дмухаючи, бризкаючи, сміючись і задихаючись одночасно.


19. Але того самого спокійного суботнього дня в маленькому містечку не було веселощів. Харперів і родину тітоньки Поллі оплакували з великим горем і багатьма слізами. Незвичайна тиша панувала в селі, хоч на свідомості воно було досить тихим. Селяни висловлювали свої клопоти з розсіяним виглядом і мало розмовляли; але вони часто зітхали. Суботнє свято видалося дітям тягарем. Вони не мали духу в своїх видах спорту і поступово відмовлялися від них.
У другій половині дня Беккі Тетчер помітила, що сумує по спустошеному шкільному подвір’ї та відчуває сильну меланхолію. Але вона не знайшла там нічого, що могло б її розрадити.


20. Це була велика таємниця Тома – план повернутися додому зі своїми братами-піратами та відвідати їхні власні похорони. Вони допливли до берега Міссурі на колоді в сутінках суботи, приземлившись за п’ять чи шість миль нижче села; вони спали в лісі на околиці міста майже до світанку, а потім прокралися кулачками й провулками й закінчили свій сон на галереї церкви серед хаосу зруйнованих лавок.


21. Вона відклала піджак і хвилину стояла поряд, розмірковуючи. Двічі вона простягала руку, щоб знову взяти одяг, і двічі вона стрималася. Вона ще раз наважилася, і цього разу зміцнила себе думкою: «Це гарна брехня, це хороша брехня, я не дозволю, щоб це мене засмучувало». Тож вона шукала кишеню піджака. Через мить вона крізь сльози читала шматок кори Тома і говорила: «Я могла б пробачити хлопчика, якби він вчинив мільйон гріхів!»

22. Згодом настав цікавий випадок. О восьмій вечора будівлю школи було яскраво освітлено й прикрашено вінками й гіганками з листя й квітів. Майстер сидів на троні у своєму великому кріслі на підвищенні, з дошкою за ним. Він виглядав стерпно м'яким. Три ряди лавок з обох боків і шість рядів перед ним займали поважні особи міста та батьки учнів. Ліворуч від нього, позаду рядів громадян, містився просторий тимчасовий майданчик, на якому сиділи вчені, які мали взяти участь у вечірніх вправах; ряди маленьких хлопчиків, вимитих і одягнених до нестерпного стану дискомфорту; ряди незграбних великих хлопців; снігові береги дівчат і молодих дівчат, одягнених у батист і муслін, і помітно нагадують їхні оголені руки, старовинні дрібнички їхніх бабусь, шматочки рожевої та блакитної стрічок і квіти у волоссі. Весь інший будинок був заповнений ученими, які не брали участь.


23. Том приєднався до нового ордену Кадетів Поміркованості, його привабив ефектний характер їхніх «регалій». Він пообіцяв утримуватися від куріння, жування та ненормативної лексики, поки залишатиметься членом. Тепер він дізнався щось нове, а саме, що пообіцяти нічого не робити – це найвірніший спосіб у світі змусити тіло захотіти піти і зробити саме це. Невдовзі Том відчув, що його мучить бажання випити й лаятися; бажання стало настільки сильним, що ніщо, крім надії на можливість показати себе в червоному поясі, не дозволило йому вийти з ордену. Наближалося четверте липня; але невдовзі він відмовився від цього – відмовився від цього, не встигнувши носити свої кайдани понад сорок вісім годин – і поклав надію на старого суддю Фрейзера, мирового суддю, який, очевидно, був на смертному одрі та влаштував великий публічний похорон, оскільки він був таким високим чиновником. Протягом трьох днів Том був глибоко стурбований станом судді та жадав новин про це. Іноді його надії були такими великими, що він наважувався дістати свої регалії й тренуватися перед дзеркалом. Але Суддя мав дуже знеохочувальний спосіб коливатися. Нарешті було оголошено, що він видужав, а потім одужав. Том був огидний; і також відчув відчуття травми. Він негайно подав заяву про відставку – і тієї ночі у судді стався рецидив і він помер. Том вирішив, що більше ніколи не буде довіряти такій людині.


24. Дні Тома були для нього днями пишноти та радості, але його ночі були сезонами жахів. Індієць Джо заповнив усі його мрії, і завжди з приреченістю в очах. Навряд чи будь-яка спокуса змусила хлопця поворухнутися за кордон після настання ночі. Бідолашний Гек перебував у такому ж жалюгідному стані, бо Том розповів усю історію адвокату ввечері напередодні великого дня суду, і Гек страшенно боявся, що його частка в бізнесі може витекти, незважаючи на те, Втеча індіанця Джо врятувала його від страждань давати свідчення в суді. Бідолашний хлопець змусив адвоката пообіцяти зберігати таємницю, але що з того? Оскільки дошкулене сумління Тома зуміло загнати його вночі до дому адвоката та викручувати жахливу історію з уст, скріплених найжахливішою та найстрашнішою клятвою, довіра Гека до людського роду була майже стерта.


25. Пригода дня сильно мучила Томові мрії тієї ночі. Чотири рази він тримав у руках той багатий скарб, і чотири рази він марнувався нанівець у його пальцях, оскільки сон покидав його, а неспання повертало тяжку реальність його нещастя. Коли він лежав рано вранці і згадував події своєї великої пригоди, він помітив, що вони здавалися дивовижно приглушеними й     далекими – ніби вони відбувалися в іншому світі чи в давно минулому часі. Тоді йому спало на думку, що велика пригода сама по собі повинна бути мрією! Був один дуже вагомий аргумент на користь цієї ідеї, а саме те, що кількість монет, яку він бачив, була надто великою, щоб бути реальною. Він ніколи раніше не бачив аж п’ятдесят доларів за одну месу, і він був подібний до всіх хлопців його віку та становища в житті, оскільки вважав, що всі згадки про «сотні» та «тисячі» – це лише вигадані форми мови, і що таких сум насправді в світі не існує. Він навіть на мить не міг подумати, що така велика сума, як сто доларів, може бути знайдена в будь-якому справжньому грошима. Якби його уявлення про приховані скарби проаналізували, виявилося б, що вони складаються із жмені справжніх копійок і бушеля туманних, чудових, невловимих доларів.

1. Presently she (arrive). Tom (pretend) not to see her. He (move) away and (join) a group of boys and girls and (begin) to talk. Soon he (observe) that she (be) tripping gayly back and forth with flushed face and dancing eyes, pretending to be busy chasing schoolmates, and screaming with laughter when she (make) a capture; but he (notice) that she always (make) her captures in his vicinity, and that she (seem) to cast a conscious eye in his direction at such times, too. It (gratify)  all the vicious vanity that (be) in him; and so, instead of winning him, it only «set him up» the more and made him the more diligent to avoid betraying that he knew she was about. 
2. After dinner all the gang (turn) out to hunt for turtle eggs on the bar. 

3. Then Joe and Huck (have) another swim, but Tom would not venture, because he (find) that in kicking off his trousers he (kick) his string of rattlesnake rattles off his ankle, and he (wonder) how he (escape) cramp so long without the protection of this mysterious charm. 

4.They (go) about poking sticks into the sand, and when they (find) a soft place they (go) down on their knees and (dig) with their hands. 

5. And now and then they (stoop) in a group and (splash) water in each other’s faces with their palms, gradually approaching each other, with averted faces to avoid the strangling sprays, and finally gripping and struggling till the best man (duck) his neighbor, and then they all (go) under in a tangle of white legs and arms and (come) up blowing, sputtering, laughing, and gasping for breath at one and the same time.

6. They (be) perfectly round white things a trifle smaller than an English walnut. 

7. As the sun (begin) to steal in upon the boys, drowsiness (come) over them, and they (go) out on the sandbar and (lie) down to sleep. They (get) scorched out by and by, and drearily (set) about getting breakfast. After the meal they (feel) rusty, and stiff-jointed, and a little homesick once more. Tom (see) the signs, and (fall) to cheering up the pirates as well as he (can). But they (care) nothing for marbles, or circus, or swimming, or anything. He (remind) them of the imposing secret, and (raise) a ray of cheer. While it (last), he (get) them interested in a new device. This (be) to knock off being pirates, for a while, and be Indians for a change. 

8. Tom (decide) that he (can) be independent of Becky Thatcher now. Glory (be) sufficient. He would live for glory. Now that he(be) distinguished, maybe she would be wanting to «make up.»
9.  Finally it (occurr) to them that their naked skin (represent) flesh-colored «tights» very fairly; so they (draw) a ring in the sand and (have) a circus – with three clowns in it, for none would yield this proudest post to his neighbor.

10. After breakfast they (go) whooping and prancing out on the bar, and (chase) each other round and round, shedding clothes as they (go), until they (be) naked, and then (continue) the frolic far away up the shoal water of the bar, against the stiff current, which latter (trip) their legs from under them from time to time and greatly (increase) the fun. 

11. Then there (be) a dispute about who (see) the dead boys last in life, and many (claim) that dismal distinction, and (offer) evidences, more or less (tamper) with by the witness; and when it (be) ultimately decided who did (see) the departed last, and (exchange) the last words with them, the lucky parties (take) upon themselves a sort of sacred importance, and (be) gaped at and (envy) by all the rest. One poor chap, who (have) no other grandeur to offer, (say) with tolerably manifest pride in the remembrance.

12. Now they (stretch) themselves out on their elbows and (begіn) to puff, charily, and with slender confidence.

13. Next they (get) their marbles and (play) «knucks» and «ringtaw» and «keeps» till that amusement grew stale. 

14. They gradually (wander) apart, (drop) into the «dumps,» and (fall) to gazing longingly across the wide river to where the village (lie) drowsing in the sun. 

15. They (have) a famous fried-egg feast that night, and another on Friday morning.

16. He (have) a secret which he (be) not ready to tell, yet, but if this mutinous depression (be) not broken up soon, he would have to bring it out.   

17. So the talk (run) on. But presently it (begin) to flag a trifle, and (grow) disjointed. The silences (widen); the expectoration marvellously (increase). Every pore inside the boys’ cheeks (become) a spouting fountain; they (can) scarcely bail out the cellars under their tongues fast enough to prevent an inundation; little overflowings down their throats (occurr) in spite of all they (can) do, and sudden retchings (follow) every time. Both boys (be) looking very pale and miserable, now. Joe’s pipe (drop) from his nerveless fingers. 
18. He (be) so homesick that he (can) hardly endure the misery of it. 

19. Huck (start) sorrowfully away, and Tom (stand) looking after him, with a strong desire tugging at his heart to yield his pride and go along too.

 20. There (be) no other process that ever they (hear) of. Two of the savages almost (wish)  they (remain) pirates. However, there (be) no other way; so with such show of cheerfulness as they (can) muster they (call) for the pipe and (take) their whiff as it (pass), in due form.

21. The smoke (have) an unpleasant taste, and they (gag) a little, but Tom (say):

«Why, it (be) just as easy! If I’d a knowed this (be) all, I’d a learnt long ago.»
«So would I,» (say)  Joe. «It (be) just nothing.»
22. At school the children (make) so much of him and of Joe, and (deliver) such eloquent admiration from their eyes, that the two heroes (be) not long in becoming insufferably «stuck-up.» They (begin) to tell their adventures to hungry listeners – but they only (begin); it (be) not a thing likely to have an end, with imaginations like theirs to furnish material. And finally, when they (get) out their pipes and (go) serenely puffing around, the very summit of glory (be) reached.

23. Presently she (give) over skylarking, and (move) irresolutely about, sighing once or twice and glancing furtively and wistfully toward Tom. Then she (observe) that now Tom (talk) more particularly to Amy Lawrence than to any one else. She (feel) a sharp pang and (grow) disturbed and uneasy at once. She (try) to go away, but her feet (be) treacherous, and (carry) her to the group instead. She (say) to a girl almost at Tom’s elbow – with sham vivacity. 
24. They (spring) away, stumbling over roots and among vines in the dark, no two plunging in the same direction. A furious blast (roar) through the trees, making everything sing as it (go). One blinding flash after another (come), and peal on peal of deafening thunder. And now a drenching rain (pour) down and the rising hurricane (drive) it in sheets along the ground. The boys (cry) out to each other, but the roaring wind and the booming thunderblasts (drown) their voices utterly. 

25. But there (be) no hilarity in the little town that same tranquil Saturday afternoon. The Harpers, and Aunt Polly’s family, (be put) into mourning, with great grief and many tears. An unusual quiet (possess) the village, although it (be) ordinarily quiet enough, in all conscience. The villagers (conduct)  their concerns with an absent air, and (talk) little; but they (sigh) often. The Saturday holiday (seem) a burden to the children. They (have) no heart in their sports, and gradually (give) them up.

1. «I’ll tell you. … back door of that No. 2 is … door that comes out into … that little close alley between the tavern and … old rattle trap of … brick store. Presently it occurred to Tom that maybe Huck might come this very night and give … signal. The thought took … deal of … spirit out of his anticipations. Still he could not bear to give up … fun at …Widow Douglas’. And why should he give it up, he reasoned – … signal did not come … night before, so why should it be any more likely to come tonight? The sure fun of … evening outweighed … uncertain treasure; and, boy-like, he determined to yield to … stronger inclination and not allow himself to think of … box of money another time that day.
4. By-and-by, one group after another came straggling back to …  mouth of … cave, panting, hilarious, smeared from head to foot with tallow drippings, daubed with clay, and entirely delighted with … success of … day. Then they were astonished to find that they had been taking no note of time and that night was about at hand. The clanging bell had been calling for half … hour. However, this sort of close to … day’s adventures was romantic and therefore satisfactory. When … ferryboat with her wild freight pushed into … stream, nobody cared sixpence for … wasted time but … captain of … craft.
5. Then he skipped out, and saw Sid just starting up the outside stairway that led to the back rooms on the second floor. Clods were handy and the air was full of them in a twinkling. They raged around Sid like a hail-storm; and before Aunt Polly could collect her surprised faculties and sally to the rescue, six or seven clods had taken personal effect, and Tom was over the fence and gone. 6. «Give it up, and I just leaving this country forever! Give it up and maybe never have … another chance. I tell you again, as I’ve told you before, I don’t care for her swag – you may have it. But her husband was rough on me – many times he was rough on me–  and mainly he was … justice of … peace that jugged me for … vagrant. And that ain’t all. It ain’t a millionth part of it! He had me horsewhipped! –horsewhipped in front of … jail, like … nigger! – with all the town looking on! Horsewhipped! – do you understand? He took …advantage of me and died. But I’ll take it out of her.»
7. The hooting of … owl came over the hill –.ominous sound! But no footsteps. Heavens, was everything lost! He was about to spring with winged feet, when … man cleared his throat not four feet from him! Huck’s heart shot into his throat, but he swallowed it again; and then he stood there shaking as if … dozen agues had taken charge of him at once, and so weak that he thought he must surely fall to … ground. He knew where he was. He knew he was within five steps of … stile leading into Widow Douglas’ grounds. Very well, he thought, let them bury it there; it won’t be hard to find.

8. «Well, you see, I’m a kind of … hard lot, – least everybody says so, and I don’t see nothing agin it – and sometimes I can’t sleep much, on account of thinking about it and sort of trying to strike out … new way of doing. That was the way of it last night. I couldn’t sleep, and so I come along upstreet ’bout midnight, a-turning it all over, and when I got to that old shackly brick store by … Temperance Tavern, I backed up agin the wall to have another think. Well, just then along comes these two chaps slipping along close by me, with something under their arm, and I reckoned they’d stole it. One was a-smoking, and t’other one wanted a light; so they stopped right before me and … cigars lit up their faces and I see that … big one was … deaf and dumb Spaniard, by his white whiskers and …  patch on his eye, and t’other one was … rusty, ragged-looking devil.»
9. Just as breakfast was completed there was … knock at … door. Huck jumped for … hiding-place, for he had no mind to be connected even remotely with … late event. … Welshman admitted several ladies and gentlemen, among them … Widow Douglas, and noticed that groups of citizens were climbing up … hill – to stare                     at …stile. So … news had spread. … Welshman had to tell … story of the night                    to …visitors. The widow’s gratitude for her preservation was outspoken.

10. Becky responded to his call, and they made … smoke-mark for future guidance, and started upon their quest. They wound this way and that, far down               into … secret depths of … cave, made another mark, and branched off in search of novelties to tell … upper world about. In one place they found … spacious cavern, from whose ceiling depended …ьmultitude of shining stalactites of … length and circumference of … man’s leg; they walked all about it, wondering and admiring, and presently left it by one of … numerous passages that opened into it. 12. … morning after … funeral Tom took Huck to … private place to have … important talk. Huck had learned all about Tom’s adventure from … Welshman                 and … Widow Douglas, by this time, but Tom said he reckoned there was one thing they had not told him; that thing was what he wanted to talk about now. Huck’s face saddened.

13. And so forth and so on. He sprung his secret about Huck’s share in … adventure in …finest dramatic manner he was master of, but …  surprise it occasioned was largely counterfeit and not as clamorous and effusive as it might have been under happier circumstances. However, … widow made… pretty fair show of astonishment, and heaped so many compliments and so much gratitude upon Huck that he almost forgot … nearly intolerable discomfort of his new clothes in …entirely intolerable discomfort of being set up as … target for everybody’s gaze and everybody’s laudation.

14. Judge Thatcher hoped to see Tom a great lawyer or …great soldier some day. He said he meant to look to it that Tom should be admitted to … National Military Academy and afterward trained in …best law school in … country, in order that he might be ready for either career or both.

15. So he thought he would hold … tooth in reserve for … present, and seek further. Nothing offered for some little time, and then he remembered hearing… doctor tell about …certain thing that laid up … patient for two or three weeks and threatened to make him lose … finger. So… boy eagerly drew his sore toe from under … sheet and held it up for inspection. But now he did not know … necessary symptoms. However, it seemed well worth while to chance it, so he fell to groaning with considerable spirit. But Sid slept on unconscious.

16. The congregation being fully assembled, now, … bell rang once more, to warn laggards and stragglers, and then a solemn hush fell upon … church which was only broken by … tittering and whispering of … choir in … gallery. The choir always tittered and whispered all through service. There was once … great many years ago, and I can scarcely remember anything about it, but I think it was in some foreign country.

17. By this time …  whole church was red-faced and suffocating with suppressed laughter, and … sermon had come to … dead standstill. … discourse was resumed presently, but it went lame and halting, all possibility of impressiveness being at … end; for even … gravest sentiments were constantly being received             with … smothered burst of unholy mirth, under cover of some remote pew-back, as  if … poor parson had said … rarely facetious thing. It was … genuine relief to … whole congregation when … ordeal was over and … benediction pronounced.

18. «That’s it! That’s … good boy. Fine boy. Fine, manly little fellow. Two thousand verses is … great many – very, very great many. And you never can be sorry for … trouble you took to learn them; for knowledge is worth more than anything there is in … world; it’s what makes great men and good men; you’ll be… great man and … good man yourself, some day, Thomas, and then youʼll look back and say, It’s all owing to … precious Sunday-school privileges of my boyhood – it’s all owing to my dear teachers that taught me to learn – it’s all owing to … good superintendent, who encouraged me, and watched over me, and gave me … beautiful Bible – … splendid elegant Bible – to keep and have it all for my own, always – it’s all owing to right bringing up!»

19.
