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MEMORY WITHOUT A SUBJECT:
ON THE ISSUE OF ‘NOBODY’S’ MEMORY
IN MODERN HUMANITARIAN STUDIES

Summary. The aim of this article is to analyze the phenomenon
of ‘“nobody’s memory” as a specific dimension of collective
experience that transcends classical notions of individual, collective,
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and cultural memory. The concept of “nobody s memory” is employed
to describe forms of memory that exist in social or digital spaces
without a clear social or material carrier, yet still shape collective
representations and identity. The methodological basis of the study
combines analytical and reflexive-critical approaches, allowing us to
distinguish “nobody’s memory” from already established concepts
and torevealits epistemological and ethical dimensions. The scientific
novelty of the article lies in introducing the category of “nobody’s
memory” into philosophical discourse as a means of explaining
fragmented, anonymous, and distributed manifestations of memory,
particularly within digital culture. Addressing this phenomenon
makes it possible to reconsider the nature of knowledge, truth,
and representation, as well as the limits of subjectivity in processes
of remembering. Moreover, attention to ethical reflection highlights
issues of responsibility, justice, and inclusivity in contemporary
memory practices such as commemoration and memorialization.
Conclusions. It is emphasized that “nobody s memory” cannot be
entirely autonomous, since any memory requires actualization by
a subject; however, its analysis proves productive for understanding
contemporary socio-cultural processes. The study underlines that
turning to “nobody’s memory” opens new perspectives not only for
the humanities but also for media and information studies, where
the problems of anonymity and the absence of a subject appear
particularly acute. Examining this phenomenon allows for a critical
understanding of the transformation of social and cultural memory
in the digital age, as well as tracing how subjectless traces of the past
influence processes of identity formation, historical consciousness,
and collective experience.
