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SOCIAL CAPITAL: FORMATION-AND-MAINTENANCE
OF ANTHROPONETWORKS

Summary.  Social capital is examined as  networks
of relations established by human beings. The research purpose
is to refine the understanding of social capital through the concept
of anthroponetworks. The research methodology is based on
a combination of sectoral and interdisciplinary approaches and is
guided by the principles of historicism, integrity, conditional objectivity,
causality, substantiation, and quadrolex. In addition, a set of qualitative
methods was employed: analytical — to detail the sources of social
capital and nuance its components and kinds; synthesising — to
consolidate findings across thematic blocks; hermeneutic — to interpret
scholars’ meanings and insights on human, social, and moral capital;
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structural — to organise the material and establish the logical
sequence of thematic blocks, pragmatic — to assess the effectiveness
of anthropo-relations and the necessity for human beings to interlink
through anthroponetworks,; phenomenological — to capture the essence
of human, social, and moral capital; comparative — to juxtapose
approaches for understanding and interpreting social capital and its
forms. The theoretical-and—practical scientific novelty of the research
arises fromthe paper s theme, the structure of the inquiry, the enrichment
of Ukrainian philosophical discourse through contemporary linguistic
units, and the implicit global processes of anthropo-governance.
Thestudy is distinguished by several key contributions: the substantiated
derivation of social capital from human capital; the identification
of the principal kinds of human capital; the plurality of approaches to
defining social capital and identifying its components, a dual-parameter
differentiation of the functions of social capital; the elaboration of its
kinds — bonding, bridging, linking — with emphasis on the challenges
of their classification; the explication of the contextuality of social
capital; the recognition of moral capital and its significance for
both individual and national well-being; and the (un)ambiguous
philosophical reflections on social capital. Conclusions. Social capital
is derived from human capital as its primary type. Following attempts
to define and characterise social capital, scholars have identified its
essential core: the relations—ties—interactions constructed by human
beings to achieve goals effectively through the satisfaction of concrete
needs and/or interests. The main functions of social capital are
bonding, bridging, and linking, reflecting the nature of intersubjective
relations. The kinds of social capital are: bonding, which strengthens
internal — non-fixed, exclusive, informal — ties; bridging, which
brings together different groups and opens new opportunities by
reinforcing external — horizontal, inclusive, formal — intergroup ties;
and linking, which comnects actors/agents at different hierarchical
levels. The contextuality of social capital is situationally adaptive,
as it encompasses not only dual orientations towards the common
good — for each human being and for the national society — but also
ambiguous dimensions, some of which are already recognised as risks.
