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FROM ENLIGHTENMENT MIND
TO METAMODERN ANTINOMIES:
SOCIAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL DIAGNOSTICS
OF DEMODERNIZATION IN EASTERN EUROPE

Summary. Purpose of the work. The research is aimed at a socio-
philosophical diagnosis of demodernization in FEastern FEurope
through the prism of the transition from the Enlightenment mind
to metamodern antinomies. The aim is to identify the mechanisms
through which the combination of post-imperial legacies,
war strategies and information regimes changes the public
sphere, institutions and educational landscapes. Methodology.
An interdisciplinary approach is applied, combining the concept
of multiple modernities, critical theory, post(colonial) studies,
institutional  analysis and  spatial-infrastructural  research.
Macrohistorical reconstruction, the topology of “ruptures and knots”
of modernity and interpretive analysis of semantic structures in
which demodernization processes become socially visible are
used. The analysis is complemented by a comparison of global
and regional cases, including data on economic activity in war
conditions and a description of the transformations of educational
and media institutions. Scientific novelty. The understanding
of demodernization is substantiated not as an accidental retreat, but
as a structural possibility of modernity, manifested in the antinomies
of autonomy/dependence, resonance/alienation and publicity/closure.
A diagnostic framework is proposed that unites institutional fragility,
spatial policies and information ecosystems, allowing to record
controlled strategies of “creeping” rollback. The heuristic potential
of educational landscapes as indicators and drivers of changing
regimes of legitimation is shown, and the productivity of metamodern
sensitivity for describing oscillations between hope and irony is
also demonstrated. Conclusions. Demodernization in Eastern
Europe appears as a multi-level process that simultaneously affects
institutions, spaces, economic chains and meaning-making regimes,

and is not reduced to a shortage of resources. 1o contain it, policies
are needed that combine security, legal, cultural and educational
interventions with the restoration of trust and publicity. Prospects
for further exploration include the development of operational
indicators of demodernization at the micro-, meso-, and macro-
levels, longitudinal comparisons of border and occupied territories,
and testing the proposed framework beyond Eastern FEurope.
Particular attention should be paid to practices of “counter-
demodernization” that transform crisis nodes into points of growth
of the public sphere and institutional autonomy.
